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St. Thomas University School of Law
Granted Full Accreditation by ABA

The American Bar Association granted full accreditation to St. Thomas University’s School
of Law on February 14, 1995. The final decision by the ABA’s House of Delegates follows a
recommendation given by the Ac-
creditation Committee which
found that St. Thomas University’s
School of Law is in full compli-
ance with the ABA Standards for
Approval of Law Schools.

Monsignor Franklyn M.
Casale, President of St. Thomas
University, said that “the full ac-
creditation of St. Thomas Univer-
sity School of Law by the Ameri-
can Bar Association recognizes the
long-standing effort of the Univer-
sity to establish itself as an institution of the highest quality in legal education.”

The law school, founded in 1984, has been provisionally approved by the ABA since 1988.
Present enrollment stands at 481 students of whom 32% are minority. The law school is oper-
ated under the aegis of the roman Catholic Archdiocese of Miami and is the only Catholic law
school in the Southeastern United States.

The law center is located on the main campus of St. Thomas University and is one of the
newest and most modern facilities of its kind. The center, containing 62,000 square feet,
includes a multi-level library, a moot court amphitheater, a student activity center, faculty and
administrative offices and classrooms.

Daniel J. Morrissey, Dean of the School of Law, stated that the full accreditation “means
that our law school has really come of age . . . and all of us can be quite proud of our accom-
plishment.” Morrissey went on to say that full accreditation is only the beginning and that “our
goal is to make St. Thomas School of Law one of the premier law schools in our region.”

Monsignor Casale added that “accreditation reflects the hard work and commitment of
talented faculty, administration, and legal advisors. As the only Catholic law school in the
Southeast, St. Thomas University School of Law will continue to pursue excellence and value

education in the law.”
