NEW YORK - A Pontifical
Requiem Mass for Francis
Joseph Cardinal Spellman was
concelebrated here yesterday in
St. Patrick’s Cathedral by six
U.S. cardinals.

Cardinal Spellman, Arch-
bishop of New York and Mili-
tary Vicar for Catholics in the
U.S. armed forces, died un-
expectedly of a massive cere-
bral accident last Saturday
morning. He was 78 years of
age and had been a priest for
51 years, abishop for 35 years,
and a cardinal for 21 years.

While the final service was
in progress, thousands lined
the sidewalks outside the cathe-
dral. The congregation inside
included leaders from all walks
of life in this nation and from
many foreign countries.

During the five days that
the Cardinal’s body lay in state
attired in white, red and gold
splendored robes of a prince
of the Church, a series of Re-
quiem Masses for the repose of
his soul was offered.

Cardinal Spellman’s final
resting place, the crypt of St.
Patrick’s Cathedral, contains
the remains of four former Arch-
bishops of New York, including
three cardinals whose red hats,
hanging high in the nave ofthe

There should certainly
be a certain influence inthe decision~-making
process from the side of the Pope, but it
will not be good if it remains purely con-
sultative, as it was during this session. It
is, in fact, a curious sHuation when every-
body expresses his opinion and then goes
home, while nobody knows what will really
be done.

Finally, the members of the Synod need
more possibilities for the exercise of their
free initiative. It is 2 bad thing, for instance,
if they have no voice in saying what should
go on the agenda.

Q. The Synod has been compared fo a
Parliament, butf also to a Cabinet meeting:
how accurate are these comparisons?

A, What I have already said indicates
that there are many similarities between a
Synod and a Parliament. There are among
its members, for instance, elected represen-
fatives of the different (i.e. loecal) churches
who have the obligation o discuss the pro-
blems beforethem. Therearealso differences,
however: the absence of regular meetings,
the absence of influence over the agenda,
and so on. Ithinkwecould learnmuch more
from the modern parliaments, many of which
already have a very long history, and have
acquired a great deal of experience which
we lack, since we do not have a very strong
democratic tradition in the modern Church-
although we did have such a tradifion in
tne early Church. We can, therefore, learn
from secular, political experience.

I don’t think that the Synod has fo be a
Cabinet meeting, because without the Synod
we have, practically, no Parliament, and the
problems discussed are problems of general
intererest. There is absolutely no reason
why these things have to be discussed se-
eretly. We might even apply the old maxim,
often quoted in canon law, quod ad omnes
periinet, ab omnibus tractari debef: what
belongs to the interests of everybody should
be treated by everybody. Everybody isin-
terested. for instance, and especially in our
countries, inthequestion of mixed marriages,

The second positive point Is ihe pro-
posal o establish a Theological Commis-
sion. There is, of course, a ceriain danger
that this might tend io instifutionalize
theology in Rome, but I don’t believe the
bishops had in mind the creation of a body
of people who would live permanently in
Rome and who would beecome “Romanized™
in a very short fime.

As I understand it, it is a commission of
people from ouiside, people who are living
and working in different countries. I only
hope that they will choose the best from
each country, and from the widest possible
trends of opinion, in order io ensure that
this is not a commission in which only one
major tendency will be represented.

This eommission can have a very good
effect if it represents all the different tenden-
cies in the Church, and Tknow thatthe Pope
himself is wvery open and very much in
favor of this. He knows very well that i
would not be good to exclude any signi-
ficant trend of opinion from such 2 body
and I am hopeful, therefore, that we will
see the creation of a good organ of opinion
which may not be able to resolve all the
problemns — it would be illusory to imagine
that it could—but which could help by in-
dicating the general guidelines along which
we can expect to resolve our problems.

We do not need solutions of specific
problems so much as an indication of the
perspectives within which balanced solu-
tions can be worked out.

Q. Reaction to the Synodal discussion on

mixed marriage has been varied: what is

your assessment of it?

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‘New Morality’ Can’t Sweep Sin Under Carpet For Long

The theme of Advent brings up the dis-
agreeable topic of sin. This isnottoimply
that many people nowadays are nof al-
ready preoccupied™with sin. They are in-
deed, but not in the
disturbing manner
in’ which Seripture
in preparation for
Christmas deals
with #. Sin recently
has become a con-
versation piece, a
hot topic for the
cocktail hour, as
word of the “new
morality”™ makes
the rounds.

It is a curious
fact thai aftitudes

MSGR. WALSH  towards sin in re-
cent years have been undergoing some
radical changes, It’s common for priests
who work with the sick in hospitals to
kave the frustrating experienceofatiempt-
ing {o prepare spiritually a person for
death, only to learn from the patient,
while fully conscious, that he claims he
had no sins to be sorry for.

Needless to say, such a person hasnot
been living as a . desert father or in a
cloistered monastery. Very likely he has
a business and z full social life; he has a
habit of taking no nonsense when he feels
his rights are being viclated; he has def-
inite ideas about keeping certain people
""in their place.”

Occasionally he feels sorry for the
poor and the sick and aged, but never
thinks of them as his responsibility. He

feels that Church is for Sunday, and busi-
ness is business, and religion has no
right to interfere in it any more than it
does in politics.

Such a person could be called rather
nermal in most respects except one — he
has no sins. Why? Because he has lost
the sense of sin. He has become one of
the innocenis in our modern world who
shatter the commandments buf still with
a siraight face can claim that they have
done nothing wrong. In shert, he has be-
come blind to the meaning of sin.

When he thinks of sin at all, it has
nothing to do with God. Sin is murdering
his neighbor or assaulting a child or
stealing jewelry or robbing a bank. Sin
is therefore “"a crime” againstone’s neigh-
bor, not an offense against God. Andsince
he doesn’t go in for crimes, he does not
hesitate to call himself sinless.

Nowadays there is a new twist on this
in the so-called *‘new morality.” What
Christians and Jews used fo agree on in
the Ten Commandments as seriously
wrong can now be considered correct be-
havior. The advocaies of the new moral-
ity make conscience the supremerule, and
they insist it needs no direction or guid-
ance from authority.

A man now can make uphis own mind
about what is right and wrong, because
he alone knows his “insuperabledesires.”
Since he may be overwhelmed with the
desire for adultery with a certain person

or for money itha! can be fraudulenily
obtained or for 2 revenge op anenemy,;
he must follow what his conscience tells
him. Now homosexualify should he per-
mified when two persons "know in thelr
hesris they love each other.” Pre-tpariial
sex can be jusiified, they say, because
people are not hurting any others and
they have a right fo give expression o
their strong desires. And so on and on

The fart is that neither “the sinless
man” of today who can’i find a blemish
on his soul or the person who ks making
virtues out of the old vices is really pew
on the human scepe. Anyone who jistens
fo the Gospels in the Masses of Advent
realizes that meany in Christ’s Hime had
lost the sense of sin or had made up a
moralify of their own.

As a matter of fact the main work of
John the Baptist, it zeems, was {0 gelpeo-
ple to admit they bad done wrong before
God and needed o repent of it All of
John's sermons were preparing for Christ
through the device of irying to wakeup
the sleeping 1o see the evil in their Hves.

John's message at Hmes seems very
harsh. He offended many ears by up-
braiding the people. He became a "thom
in the side of his generation’ by recalling
the more unpleasant side of life to them,
the things they were really trving to hide
from themselves.

Thus he blistered the Phariseses for
their hypocrisy angd the others for their
worldliness and blindness. And to agreat

degree, he succeeded. He worriedthe com-
placent. He gol on the nerves of the re-
fined. He held the mirror up to the seil-
sadsfied and wha! they saw kd them io
take his advice

The “pew moraiity™ Is baviag & mo-
ment, bt sin cannot be swepd under the
rug for lopg withou! being diseoversd
and ronscience can ondy be drugged for
& gme.

This 5 oone Imporant sspect of Ad-
vent. ¥t recalls us fo & renewsd sense of
sin. The voice of the Baplist siill pene-
trates the hearing of those amnong us whe
admit that we are s}l past-masters of sell-
deceplion. We have such a disturbing
habit of buikding uvp our own innotente
by comparing curselves with theevillives
of gangsiers, thugs, molesters and crim-
inals.

Adwvent in clear plereing fones reminds
us that sin Is sin primarily because iis
an offense against love — the jove God
deserves from us, the Jove we are obliged
to give 1o others. Sin is @ refusal {o soy
ves to Christ, who in His-commandments
invites us io fove and follow Him, "Hivou
iove Me, you will keep My command-
ments.” Sin, then, is man’s saying no to
what God asks of him.

Advent is supposed to make straight
the path of Christ into our hearts and the

" year round. But to do so, as the Gospel

points out, wehaveto removethe obstacles
of sin. Isaiah in describing the condition
of the human soul in this regard said:
“Every valley shall be filled and every
mountain and hill shall be leveled; the
winding shall be made siraight and the
rough ways smooth, and all mankind
shall see the salvation of God.”

Linda  Marile Paskist,

3While she was in paro-
chizl school in her home
town of South Bend, Ind.,
she related, she wasunaware
“that there are other pecple
in the world.” Inheropinion
the Catholic school system
does not provide enough re-
search and study of otherre-
ligions. "They falk about
other religions,” she com-
mented. " But it's still a total-
Iy Catholic community.”

ASK HONESTY

A Unitarian ieenager,
Lynda AlcDowell, Atlanta,
Ga., representing the South-
ern  Region, YWCA, re-
marked that her religionhas
always encouraged involve-
ment but added, *We ask
for honesty; and churches
show us nothing but hypoc-
risy — a superficial token,
racial tolerance. We don’t
want adults to tell us what’s
right and what's wrong. We
want to msake our own
choices, have you show us
good example, not tell us.”

Another collegian from
Htisburgh chimed in, A
church imviless a Negro
minister to its pulpit onee in
a blue moon becauseit’s Na-
tional Brotherhood Sunday
when ministers are ex-
changed, and then says,
‘Lock at us, how unbiased
wa are about race.” The rest
of the time the congregation
listens to the power structure
of the church that doesn’t
want tochangeracerslations
at all. Churches are just an-
other bigbusiness,” shesaid,
pointing out that she was
formerly a member of a
Methodist Church and is
now a Presbyierian.

A Negro member of the
NCCJ Youth Group in New
York City, where he said
almost all of the churches
are  integrated, . described
himself as the son of a min-
ister and an agnostie, and
asked, “If there realiy isa

God why does Hepermitthis
discrimination?’ The vouth
praiged the efforts of Father
James Groppi in Milwaukee
on behall of the Negro and
open housing, pointing out
that ""he just went aheadand
didn’t care what the other

members of his church
thought™
In the opinion of the youth

“people aren’t being honest
with themsejves.”

Father Francis T. Wil
fiams, C.8.¥., a member of
the Barry College graduate
school faculty, a representa-
tive of the National Catholic
Education Association atthe
Institute, urged = “more
positive approach™ to the
problems of discrimination
and emphasized that all "the
churches are moving, per-
haps not going fast enough
o suit everyone, but definite-
Iy moving.™

As the subject of “lack
of communieation™ between
parents and their children
came up, another priest,
Msgr. Bryan 0. Walsh, ex-
ecutive direcior of the South
Florida Economic Oppor-
tunity Council, Inc., and
chairman of the Diocese of
diiami Human Relations
Board, asked, "How do
you get people to change?
i think there’s too much com-
munication between adulis
and young people — of the
wrong kind. I'm more con-
cerned about the values we
communicate than how we
communicate them. The
adults communicate all their
racial and religious preju-
dices to their kids.”

Don McEvoy, NCC.J Re-
gional Director from Atlan-
ta, told the youths, "“You
kids use words like ‘can’t
communicate’ just because
if’s the ‘in’ thing to do. It's
hackneyed. 1 haven’t heard
vou say a thing new; Icould
have written the scriptahead
of fime. His words were
echoed by Mrs. Ann Wolf,
New York Program Coor-
dinator of the Institute of Hu-
man Relations of the Ameri-
can Jewish Committee, who
remarked, “You're not sup-
posed to beabletfo communi-
cate with your parents. Ii
has become a style of life.”

A desire to see “more re-
ligious denominations do
more of what the Catholic
Church did and go backand
shake loose some of the old
rules .and rituals” was ex-
pressed by Mrs. Minnie
Hiteh, Negro teacher at Ken-
tucky State College, Frank-
fort, Ky. “This is a new
day,”” she said, “‘Let’s go
back home and examine the
basic laws and jurisdictional
practices. Start at the places
which train your ministers,”
she suggested.

The good will and in-
creasedunderstanding
which has resulted fromJew-

Catholic women working {o-
gether in Women In Com-
munity Service, Inc was
cited by MNirs.

Many of the children aitending the parish’s school
wear keys tied around iheir necks so that they can let
themselves in the house, because no ome will be hame.

But the administrator of the parish, Father Oliver Kerr,
is exiremely opiimistic about the future if there is complete
invoivement on the part of the community ic help the
people in this area.

Father Kerr is the first Diovesan ;mesi to be appointed
fo Bt Francis Xavier, located in the heart of the Ceniral
XNegro District at 1632 NW 4th Ave.

) He considers it the greatest challenge that he could have
been given

" These are Christ’s dearest people in this area,” he said,
bfmi this is where the Church's biggest commitment should

He has been at the parish for three months, spending
most of his fime visiting social agencies and developing
contacts with other church peopie in the area. He is the
only white member of the Ministerial Alliance, a group
of church leaders in the Central Negro Districl.

“By next summer we hope to have a real action pro-
grain operating in this ares involving lay people. priests,
minisiers, social agencies and seminarians,” he said.

"We need volunieers to de a variety of work with
these people—to feach them, ({rain them and give them
a sense of human dignity.™

He said the general living standards of the area must
be raised before religion can be brought fo them. He feels
that there has not been an attemmpt to make the public
aware of the critical situation existing in the Central Negro
District.

*The community must be better informed of the prob-
lems in this area which is the only way to build interest
in helping these people,” he said. * .

“The same thing is true in most of the cities through-
out the country. The riots last summer were a cry of
downtrodden people for help.”

Father Kerr said he hears about and sees numerous
problems. in the area. He believes the lack of family life
contributes to many of the problems.

“Nine out of 10 families do not have a father with
them.” he said. “The children run wild. There’s no dis-
cipline or order fo their lives.”

*Most of the children ean’t read. Imagine what kind
of future they are going to have.”

Father Kerr poinfs to his church as a symbol of faith
of the people. Residents of the area built the church 30
vears ago with money raised from raffles and bazaars.

He wanis to make the church a source of inspiration
and hope for the people. This, he feels, can only be done
by becoming involved.

He said that every Saturday seminarians from St
John Vianney have been taking a census of the area for
the parish, which has uncovered a large number of lapsed
Catholics. The seminarians also play football with the
children and have built a good relationship with them.

“These people can benefit greatly through active parti-
cipation with groups from ouiside the area,”. he said.
“This is what I mean by involvement. You have to go
out and spend time with them.”

He said one way he plans to have the church become
more involved is with block Masses.

"I would like to bring the Mass fo the people,” he
said, Masses could be held in apartment houses. This
iid allow them io feel a real part of the Mass.”

Why A Catholic Press
Is A Necessity Today

By JOSEPH A. BREIG

The general press {as a re-
sult of Vatican I1} is very much
interested in religious events.
This fact gives rise to the
question, “Are Catholic publi-
cations any longer necessary?’

There is a big obstacle to our
reliance on the daily press; that
is, accuracy. For instance,
Father Andrew = Greeley, the
sociologist, has written that his
University of Chicago survey
of Catholic education had been
“*distorted beyond all recogni-
fion” by the general press. And
I have shown that Time
magazine had similarly dis-
torted the facts about a Chicago
Catholic group called *Vati-
can II 1/2,” concerning which
I happened to have personal
knowledge.

To continue: for more than
20 years I have been an editor
of a group of Catholic news-
papers. On the basis of that
experience, I can festify that in-
accuracy and misrepresentation
in the secular press concerning
“things Catholic” is very far
from being unusnal.

Even when facts are not
twisted to make a siory—even
when thereisathoroughly honest
‘effort in the general press to

report something Catholic—
more often than not the published
account issuperficial and grossly
inadequate.

1 could givea thousand exam-
ples, but let me confine myself,
for brevity’s sake, to one.

At the October, 1967, meeting
of the new World Synod of Bish-
ops in Rome, the synod Fathers
witnessed a proposed “basic”
or “standard” or “‘normative”
Mass in the Sistine Chapel

The general press, by and
large, told the readers not much
more about this event than that
& Latin Americanbishop consid-
ered the Mass too uncere-
monial, and referred to if as a
“mini-Mass,”

That is a striking term;
granted. ' But should the press
give readers no more informa-
tion than that about a Mass
proposed by the Church’s lead-
ing Liturgists as a “basic”™ Mass
for Catholics all around the
world — a “normative” Mass
from . which liturgical experi-
menting would proceed?

Does this kind of superficiality

meet the needs of a billion Chris-
tians - (and of other interested
persons) for information con-
cerning the progress ofifurgical
reform and renewal in the Cath-

olic Church?

Fortunately, the <Catholic
press gave readers a complele
account of the basic Mass, and
an explanation of why i was
being proposed by the Vatican's
Bturgical commission.

Thus far, I have talkedabout
the superficiality of the general
press merely from the point of
view of NEWS' about things
Catholic.

But even i the general press
provided = adeguate news, st}
people would need a Cathelic
press o inform  them  on
spiritual, moral and dectrinal
matiers. ]

The tone of the general press,
for example, is almostinvariably
sympathetic toward divorce, con-
traception, abortion. The mind of
a Catholic who reads no other
press will inevitably be influenced
in thedirection of pagan concepts
in many matters.

I do not deny the virtues of

the general press; I am aware

of them. But the general press
Is - this-world-oriented at the
greaf expense of things spiritual.

This difference is reflected in the childs ability zc}
conmplete seat work. Given a task, most childre
do it under groep supervision. Some children wil
complete the work, but will have to be prodded.
Ome or two will require the feachsr to be at thelr side
coenstantly in order for them to complele their assign.
ment.

Some children, then, particularly the ones who re-
quire constant prodding and atendancefromtheteach-
er, may establish a habit of not Anishing their work.

Because the seat work of the frst grader is little,
this fallure to complete the work is nof really noticed
until the second or third grade. Teachers begin io
worty, and the quesBion of referralto apsychologist
is brought up.

Very ofien this gorurs where there is some question
as 1o whether or not o promote the child.

The wise parent in this siluation will go first 1o the
family physician — not the psychiatrist. Any number

However, gther medical disturbaaeces, including bad al-
lergies, may be responsible for reading difficuliies.

A child once appeared hefore us in the Juvenile
Court because he fell asleep in school, and was unable
to do his work as z result of drowsiness. The purpose
of the hearing was {0 bring pressure on the mother,
because it was fell that there was a lack of supervision
ir the home.

The hearing revealed that the antihistamines which
the child was ordered to inketwicedaily hbad made him
30 sleepy that he could nof beroused during the night,
and had to be hterally carried te the school bus step
because be &t so Hred. The parenis had neglected fo
tell this to the school authorities. Needless to say, this
case was easily managed.

Auditory difficulties can also affect a child's school
work. A good indication of such difficulties is the vol-
ume of the television sef and the closeness of the child
to the set when he is watching it. If the child has the
television tuned up so loudly that you cannot hear
anythiog else, check his hearing. If he sifs with his
nose against the screen, check his eyves.

Routine hearing and visual examinations by qual-
ified physicians should be part of the preliminary phy-
sical required by the Board of Education.

children who had not been placed for adoption until
age five or older.

The interviews were taped and franscribed. Using
various criteria, a comparison was made between
the success of adoptions of these older children with
other studies concerned with outcome of infant adop-
tions.

J. C. Westman reports in the American Journal
Of Orthopsychiatry:

An 18-year follow-up of 130 nursery school chil-
dren has disclosed that early adjustment problems
tend to persist in later life and tend to be of the
same disorder. Nursery school teachers’ observa-
tions, which were based on the child’s relationships
with people in general, his relations with his peers in
particular, and indications of neuroticbehavior, tended
to bear more predictive significance. Notations on
eigher signs of creafivity or immaturity in nursery
school children had less predictive strength.

‘Block Homes Are Havens

NORTH MIAMI—A child molester iries toentice
a youngster into an automobile, a boy or girl
falls from a bicycle and is injured, or a gang of
“bullies”’ decide to “jump” someone smaller than
themselves - where does the young victim turn for
help?

In Holy Family pansh children head for a
Block Home, sodesignated byasignin the window
or on the house itself, where they knowthere will be
an understanding mother waiting to assist them.

The idea, proposed by parishioners, Mr. and
Mrs. Jerry Whaley during a school board meeting,
had already beeninaugurated successfullyinseveral
Dade County communities but the formation of
Block Homes in Holy Family parish fell to Mrs.
Robert J. Deavy, who spent many hours last sum-
mer contacting parents in preparation for the
beginning of the operation last September. -

Today there are 54 homes in the area from NE
Sixth Avenue to the Dixie Hwy. and from NE 143rd
to NE 158th Streets in North Miami, where the -
mother of the houseis onduty to handle emergencies
from one-half hour before classes begin at the
parochial school in the morning and one-half hour
after the dismissal bell rings in the afiernoon. In
addition every eight-square block area has a captain
who is responsible in that section.

In each Block Home, the mother of the house
has been carefully instrucied to contact the child’s
parents, school, or police in the event of a serious
accident or afiempied child molestaiion. At no time
does she administer first aid, food or drink and
drive a child anywhere in her car.

According to Mrs. Deavy, who said that the
