WASHINGTON — {NC}
—Vigorous, immediate sup-
port is needed If Congress is
to enact legislation this vear
to halt the mounting toll of
occupational deaths and in-
juries in the Uniled States,
Msgr. George G. Higgins,
director, Social Action De-
partment, U.5. Catholic Con-
ference, said here.

Msgr. Higgins addressed
representatives of somethree
dozen national groups at an
organizational meeting of a
joint commitiee tosupport the
Adminisiration’s proposed
QOccupational Safety and
Health Actof 1968. Thelegis-
lation calls for the establish-
ment and enforcement of
federal safety and health
standards for the workplace
and research and training
granis-in-aid to states.

“Every working day of
the year finds 55 killed, 3,-
500 disabled and over 27,-
000 injured on the job,”
Msgr. Higgins told the meet-
ing. “Such a sacrifice is not
necessary. The goods and
services our nation provides
in greater abundance than
any other country need not
be stained with the blood of
its workers.”

Nationwide standards are
needed, he said, to stop “a
tendency to compete at the
expense of health and safety
in the plant, the mine and
on the construction site.”

NEW ORLEANS—{BNS)}— U.S. Solicitor Gen-
eral Erwin N. Griswold said here that non-violent
civil dischedience should be committed “only when
fhe frm conclusion is reached that obedience of
fends the most fundamental personal values.”

In his first major address since he took office
last October, the former dean of the Harvard Law
School sald one contemplating civil discbedience
*should not be surprised and must not be bitter if
& eriminal conviction ensues.

*He must accept the fact that organized sociely
cannot endure on any other basis.

“His hope is that he may aid in getting the law
changed.

LIMA, Peru—{NC)— A
group of laymen here have
promised to join a priesis’
crusade for social justice.

A statement by the lay
group said the laity should
be involved with their priests
in all denunciations ofsocial
injustice.

The statement followed
one issued by the Lima Bax
Association stressing the
need for structural changein
Peruvian society along the
lines proposed by a group
of 50 Peruvian priests in
March. The bar association
said that "‘a defective legal
institution, reflected in pre-
seni laws, impedes the pro-
found changes our country
needs.”

Supporting the Declara-
tion of Peruvian Priests, the
lay group said that “"patern-
alistic protection and cheap,
exhibitionist charity have
reached the end of the road”
because ““the hour of justice
iz here.”

To become eligible for a loan. a
businessman, either Cuban or Amer
ican. must prove that he has the
necessary business capabilities. Loans
are awarded to those firms whieh have
a sufficient amount of tangible equity as
well as the capacity tosucceed, explained
Butler.

“QOur primary concern in making a
loan is the businessman’s ability fo re-
pay the loan when it comes due,™ he

In 1965 the Federal Government! took a glani s

siep for-

ward. H recognized that students in pr"'atencnmﬁ: are cit-

izens of this

land who need educational assistance.

This rec-

ognition took the form of Title 11 of the Secondary Educa-
tion Act which allocated funds for library books, &lm strips
and other educational resources for private schoolchildren.

The giant step is now turning inte a stumble: the cur-
rent budget proposed by President Johnson substantially
cuts back the resources of Title II.

Among the victims of the

proposed cut will be the 38,-

134 children in the schools of the Diocese of Miami.
The federal funds have acted as a stimulus to private
schools to build enriching libraries, and powerful audfo-

visual resources.

So far, approximately $400,000 worth of ibrary material
(over $50,000 in Broward alone), has been made avail-
able to the students in diocesan schools.

Title 1T has had somepowerfulsideeffects. For example,
it has encouraged stronger rapp ortbetween county educators
who administer the federal funds and Catholic school rep-

resentatives.

It has led to an exchange of learning material and tech-

nigues between Catholic and

public schools, and both have

been the richer for it. It has made possible the creation of
permanent central libraries inschools which otherwise would

be unable to afford them.

This is an age committed io educational excellence for
all of the children of our land. Title II has contributed to

this goal.

NEW ORLEANS’ Archbishop Philip Hannan spoke to
priest and lay radio and TV direciors who attended recent
NCORT Communicafions Seminar at Miami Beach.

Archbishop Hannan sug-
gested four fields in which
communications media
could assist modern sodiety
to a greater degree. They
included closing the social
gap, turing the nationalism
problem, closing the neigh-
borhood gap and provid-
ing more publicity for the
unknown who work quiet-
Iy with virtue.

He described many TV
shows and radio programs
as confining themselves fo
suburban life. *The action
takes place in a formic and
chromium clean atmosphere
where everybody has wealth
and everybody is white,”" he
said. *“Suburbia is becom-
ing exurbia in our sodety
today. This exacerbates the
racial problem; the Negro
is  nobody — he doesn't
exist," Archbishop Hannan
stated.

“Because of our domi-
nant place in world affairs,

we must cullivate a sensi-

SAN FRANCISCO— Ro-
. man Catholic education has
been “a vast force for good
in American society,” Father
C. Albert Koob told nearly
10,000 delegates aitending
the 65th annual convention
of the National Catholic
Educational Association
here.

The NCEA executive sec-
retary said to siress that the
Catholic educational system
represenis an annual saving
fo the American taxpaver
of perhaps $2 billion would
be *to put the matter in iis
most negative terms.’

“Whatis nnportant is the
positive  contribution we
have made and are making
to the material and spiritual

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welfare of American sod-
ety,” he said.

In the past, according to
Father Kocb, the Catholic
educational system helped
the children of “the poor,
the dispossessed, the immi-
grant, searching for a place
in American society.”

POTENT MEDIA

“Catholic education,” he
added, *has been one of the
most  potent, most over-
whelmingly successful media
in American history for the
development of mature, in-
formed, public-spirited citi-
zens. To ignore this ele-
mental fact is to falsify the
clear record of more than a
century of service and
achievement.

Father Koob does notex-

Others cameon
mules and horseback and waited halfa
day to see him.

Since Dr. Bianca left Siuna, other
doctors have volunteered toreplacehim,
but there will never be enough to go
around, and there have been months
when no doctor served Siuna. During
that time and before Holidays for Hu-
manity began its recruitment program,
Maryknoil Sister Constance, a nurse,
administered to the needs of the area.

But while there, the children lived the happy days
of innocence, playing and learning. They put on
children®s econceris, in makeshift costumes, card-
board top hats, playingtoydrumsandhorns. They
put on plays and learned to act and express them-
selves They danced in ballets, with costumes loving-

¥ made out of scraps by the mothers and other
women in the camp.

It is all recorded in Sister Mary’s photographs:
scenes of & “"Commandant’s picnic,” with all the
children crowdingarcund the smiling commandant
for the photographer, with Sister Mary'snoiation on
the badk that “100% of these were sent «off io the
ovens of Auschwite.™

A large group photo of zeveral hundred nuns,
with the names of their orderscarefully writtendown
in leftto-right order on a piece of paper carefully
passd bensath the photo,

Even a pholo laken inachurch at Vitiel, showing
a Holy Uross nun taking her first vows, with Sister
Mary's handuritten caption, "Religicus exercises
such zg< above were allowed, despite deprivations.™

She still keeps 2 hand-made Christmas card
created by a8 prizoner from Warsaw on behalf of
the parents iz the camp. She remembers that the
artis! “decorated the camp endlessly before he was
taken off fo Auschwing.™

But undoublediy ameong the dearest 1o her of
8% ber remembrances from Vittel is a 3" x 37
hand-made bookiet with the cover showing a cut-
out pidars of Christ giving the Eucharist to 2

What to 2 ieenager seems 2 “doublestandard” no doubt
appears to his parent a “hard fact of life.”” The ieenager
is convinced that concern for personal values, for the poor,
for world problems, for honest personal relationships with
others are the really important values in Bfe. They would
iike to “get through” to their parents, butjust can't seem o
break the sound barrier.

Parents, on the other hand, “know™ where such “ideal-
ism* leads if not joined to a healthy respect for social
reglities. They've worked {o get where they are. They know
the hard work, discipline, and education that is needed fo
make a lving; they know the “fact” that is needed fo get
along with others. They wouldliketo “getthrough™ to their
kids, but run into a brick wallL

Nobody is listening! How few are willing totake a good
lock at the inadequacies of their own positions, to see the
values another sees, but they do not!

There seems little doubt that both Mary’s and Joimny 8
parents care a good deal. They only want marks—"for
their sake,” they rationalize. But do they realize that their
own inconsistent and distorted values over the years may
eventually have produced this hostility?

What happens if a2 son sees better what his mother’s
true values are—not marks for his sake, but a deep-seated
need to be recognized by her peers and acguaintances
through the successes of her son?

This, of course, is a selfish and ego-centered type of

'Zraﬁﬁcation and it is sad that parents are not as aware of
this relationship with their children as their children are.

There is not nearly enough reversing of roles in our
everyday family situation, because ifthere were, there would
be a better understanding of the children by their parents
and of parents by their children.

This demands a mutnal respect of parent and child for
each other that is often sadly lacking. It is quite obvious
to children when they are getting the brush-off. And a new
sweater or present of some kind becomes almost repulsive
to a youngster if he feels the parent is using this as a sub-
stitute for love and affection.

The enotional appetiteofa child mustbefed and satisfied
in much greater quantities than the materialisticsideif there
is to be any kind of unity and sense of oneness in the fam-
ily. )

It is little wonder foday, when the parents are striving

‘$o0 hard to give their children a better life than they had
themselves, when they have both io work so hard to main-
tain the standard of living they want for their children, that
almost by circumstances more than desire the emononai
needs of the child are neglected.

Mons. Enrique Pérez Serantes, sl prelado que
salve ' la vida a Fidel Casiro v que mas tarde se
le enireniéd valientemente denunciando las tacticas
comunistas, fallecid. en la ciudad de Santiago de
Cuba a la edad de 84 afios. :

Cuando todavia muchos seguian ciegamente a
Fidel Castro, e incluso acusaban de ‘conirarreve-
lucionaria® a la Iglesia Catdlica, elprelado advertia
en una pastoral en mayo de 1960: *“*No puede ya
decirse que el enemigo esta a las puertas, porgue
en realidad el enemigo esta dentro, hablando fuerte,
como quien esta situado en propio predio.

"No en vano —advertia valientemente— algunos
mas avisados, de percepcién mas fina, andaban
hacen ya algun tiempo, alarmados ¥ cautelosos,
disponiéndose a luchar con los que tratan de im-
poner e pesado yugo de ia nueva esclavitud,
porque el genuine cristiano, a fuerza de tal, no
sabe siguiera vivir sin libertad. No hay que ol-
vidar que a los nuestros de todos los tiempos ¥
lugares, desde Roma a Budapest, les ha pare
ddo siempre mejor perderlo todo, v hasta derra-
mar su sangre, gue renunciar a !a libertad pro-
pia de los hilos de Digs.”

Y sentenciaba: “Es por demas sabido gue hoy
el enemigo del cristianismo 1o es e comunismo
siempre vigilante, siempre alerta, pronto siempre

aun entre nosciros algunoes incautos, inocenies o
