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Survey Spanish-speaking areas

Hepresenfatives of the
United States Catholic Con-
{erence completed the last
feg of their natiomwide tour to
survey the problems of the
Spanish-speaking com-
munities bere in Miami last
week.

Father James S. Rausch,
associate Genera! Secretary
of the USCC: and John Cos-
grove, directer of the USCC
Depariment of Social Devel-
opment, met with Archbishop
Coleman F. Carroll, and iater
were guided fhrouph the
Miami-area Latin community
by Msgr. Bryvan O. Walsh,
Episcopal Yicar for Spapish-
speaking Peoples. The team
has been relying on local
clergy and laily to supply
them with answers o their
guestions.

“WE have been traveling
& rogte across the United
States which was started by
Bishop Joseph Bernadin, Gen-
eral Secretary of ihe United
States Catholic Conference,
in order o find how the
Spanish-speaking community
refates 1o the Catholic Con-
ference as a3 whole,” Father
Fausch explained in the Voice
offices.

The t%¢ men continued
that Bishop Bernadin had
personally traveled the
Mexican-American ciresit in
the Southwest earlier this
year. They had completed
paris of the survey in the
Northeast and the Southeast.

This particular step on
their itinerary will supply
them with information on
“what services the USCC of-
fices can render to the
Spanish-speaking in Miami.”

Several conclosions have
emerged from the survey al-
ready, including:

# & need for more mate-
riai in religious education
writien in Spanish and in-
corparating Spanish cultural
ideas.

& Need for a renewed
awareness of the lack of state
ang federal coverage of agri-
cultural workers by Isbor
standards laws and Iabor
relations boards.

# Enormous differences
in the socio-economic stand-
ings of the Spanish-speaking

in Miami, New York, Browns-

ville, Tex., and other popula-
tion centers;

# A lack of understanding
that 20 to 25% of the Amer-
ican Catholic population is
Spanish-speaking.

“Language does not tie
together the Spanish-speaking
people as we once thought.”
Father Rausch explained.
“We find there are great

- culiural differences.”

Msgr. Walsh pointed out
that the existence of a Vicar
for Spanish-speaking Peoples
in Miami is not a totally
unigue position. “Hardly a
bishop in the couniry today
does not have to nuriure a
Spanish-speaking
apostoiate.”

IN Lincoln, Neb., for
nstance, there are more than
1,000 Spanish-speaking peo-
ple.

Cosgrove described the
problem in seme areas of the
U.S. with diserimination
against the Spanish-speaking.
“In many areas the Mexican-
Americans and the Puerio
Ricans are becoming more

militant in fighting this dis-
crimination.”

The tour has also brought
put the idea that the USCC
Spanish-speaking  division
should “'act as a real calalyst
in the USCC as an integral
part of the whole coopers-
tion,”” Father Raysch said.

The survey has alse found
the “‘emergence of regional
aetivity and inter-diccesan
coeperation in dealing with
the Spanish-speaking aposto-
fate,” the Washington-based
priest added.

There is a “‘greater role
for the Church across the na-
tion in helping appreciate the
richness of Spanish culture,”
Cosgrove observed. “Ap-
preciation is noticeable in
some areas, but the apprecia-
tion must be deepened from
iis present superficial level.””

Both Father Raush and
Cosgrove were “'very impres-
sed™ by the “‘concern mani-
fested for the Spanish-
speaking communities i all
dioceses.”’

THE tour additionally
“demonstrated that our na-
tional office 1USCC Social
Development } must move out
of San Antonio.” in order to
centralize and adapt to the
needs in all areas. The base
office will be moved 1o
Washington on Nov. I, Father
Rausch explained, but the San
Antonio office will be oper-
ated as one of several
branches.

Social responsibility applies not merely to voting for the
candidate vou believe o be the best man available for a given
office, bul i active participation in making justice and
charity a reality in the lives of all men, especially those less
foriunate than yourself. One cannot withdraw in laziness or
fear of risk, for withdrawal leads to isolation and sterility.

s YET CBRIST does nof mean that we are to become so
tolally immersed in the world that we forget to render to God
the things that are God’s. This is the delicaie balance of the
Christian life: to be able {o discern what belongs to the world
and what belongs o God. Even though service and self-giving

“are in themselves forms of prayer, there is a kind of

jmpmersion in this world which leads one {0 withdraw from
the very source of life; eventually this kind of involvement
leads slowly to decay and death. And yet fearful withdrawal
from the world under the pretext of sole preoccupation with
the things of God will result in alienation and neurosis.

God does not give us a catalogue of well defined rules to
help us decide every situation, but He gives us, if we ask, the
Spirit of Wisdom to help us discern the things of Caesar and
the things of God, so that we can render to each their due. The

working with the drug problem feel frus-
trated. But they seem agreed that the best
way io handle the problem is a massive
education program on the evils of drugs. And
the time {o start teaching this is in the third
grade.

Q. What do you think are the primary
causes whichk make a young person ‘‘turn
on?"

A. Depends on the person. I think many
kids “turn on” because they want to be part
of the group. They don’t want {o be square.
They don’t want to be cut of it. They want (o
hang in there. These are usually the insecure
kids, the unstable or moody ones. They don’t
want o be out of it ; they want to be with it.

Now there are some kids who “turn on"
to escape. because they are unhappy. They
can’t relate to anvbody. They just want to get
away from the feelings that bother them. so
they take something that will make them
feel a little different. For the same reason,
some people go out and get drunk every night
— just to get away from their real lives.

Then, there are some kids who “turnon’™
because they want to defy the establishment.
The law is no good. they say. Or. they get
mad at their parents. Some kids. I think.
intentionally get into trouble because they
want to get even with their parents.
Particularly when I read of prominent
pecple whose children are getting into drug
problems. I think to myself: there’s an angry
kid. There's a hostile kid, who maybe isn't
getting enough attention, and he’ll punish
that parent. He'll disgraee the name.

Q. What do you think of the impact of
televisiom on today’s youth?

A. It is a staggering influence. Do you
realize that the average child spends 22 000
hours in frent of the “idiot box™ by the time
bz is 18 vears old? Now that’s a shocking
thing.

In talking about drugs, by the way, I

think the begges{ **pusher” in the world is
television. This © ;nli society” that we are
fiving in! It’s amazing how the kids just grow
up-with the idea that you just take a pill to
soive problems. If you want to feel different,
take a pill.

A. I subscribe to their basic principle
which I think is extremely good: that women
should get paid commensurate with their
ability to produce, and thal sex should nol be
a factor. Some women have been iong
discriminated against because they are
women. They do a man's job but they don't
get aman’s pay.

But I think it is nonsense about tr¥ing to
get into men's clubs and picketing the
Playboy mansion and tryving to drick beer in
pubs. I think many women really furn men
off because they are so aggressive and they
are so pushyv. And I do not think women
belong every place. I think they should stop
that aspect of the women's lib. because it
ruins opportunities {or the good things they
are trving to do.

Q. What age groups write to vou the
most?

A. This may come as a surprise, but 75
of my mail comes from adulis and 2:-’,,
comes from teenagers. Many people seem to
have the impression that I am basically a
teenage counselor, but this isn't really true.

Q. Who reads you?

A. Abou. 50% of my mail comes from
men. So, that would suggest that I have as
many men readers as women. The variety of
people who write to me indicates that I
really do get to a {ascinating cross-section of

oot

humanity. I hear from bank presidents,
college professors, housewives, truck
drivers, ditch-diggers. sales people,

teenagers. rich, poor, black. white. I get
abont a thousand letters a day. I handle as
much of it myself as I can, but I have 11 full-
time secretaries to help me.

Q. What are the major problems these
people write to you abont?

A. Teenagers write abont sex. They
write about drugs. Thev write about their
wild frustration in attempis to count for
something, to communicate with adulis.
Parents wrile about husband-and-wife
problems. They write about their children.
Many people write about in-law trouble, and
troubles with people with whom they work. A
great many people write about loneliness.
This is something that always gels me.
