The 22nd annual Thanks-

giving Clothing Collection
which benefits impoverished
people in 70 countries in Af-
rica, Asia, and Latin America
will be taken up in the Arch-
diocese of Miami between
Sunday, Nov. 15 and Sunday,
Nov. 22.

Parishes throughout the
eight counties of the Archdio-
cese will serve as collection
stations for used clothing,
shoes (tied together), blank-

ets, and bedding, bolt goods,
remnants and sewing materi-
als.

ALL types of men's cloth-
ing is needed in particular, es-
pecially work clothes and
men's work shoes. Other ur-
gently needed items include
layettes and clothing for in-
fants.

According to Catholic Re-
lief Services, the agency's
supply of blankets was de-
pleted after shipments to

Peru. Coverlets of cotton,
rayon or wool are needed for
distribution.

In a letter to clergy of the
Archdiocese, Archbishop
Coleman F. Carroll pointed
out that clothing sent to Peru
following the devastating
earthquake in May was drawn
from the reserve stocks of
Catholic Relief Services and
received through the Bishops'
Thanksgiving Clothing Collec-
tion.

"In addition to meeting
emergency needs, this agency
delivers clothing and other
commodities on a regular
basis to the impoverished of
70 countries in Africa, Asia
and Latin America," the
Archbishop reminded. "The
Catholics of the United States
make all this possible by tak-
ing inventory once a year of
their personal belongings, and
agreeing to part with some of
them."

WASHINGTON - tXd - A long-time
plan to combine tfee memberships of two of
the largest national Catholic lay organiza-
tions may become a reality here at the
National Council of Catholic Men's general
assembly meeting. Nov. 13 and 14.

Joseph Carroll, NCCM"s new executive
director, said the men's council bad hoped
for several years to unite the efforts of
NCCM and the National Council of Catholic

He said he aoped NCCM's vote on a
National Council of Catholic Laity "will be a
fruition of that effort."

XCCW — reluctant at first to support a
combined laity coancil — warmed op to the
idea when it was agreed the two
organizations would retain their separate
identities up to the national level.

A TASK force of NCCW and NCCM

members began hammering out a plan for
the joint laity council in February Tfee plan
was adopted by delegates at NCCW"s
national convention in October, and now
awaits confirmation by NCCM.

As tentatively conceived by Ifae iasi
force, the national laity council would be
governed by a national assemblv consisting
of NCCW and NCCM's general "assemblies.
and representatives from other qualified
national Cathohe organisations, diocesan
pastoral councils and diocesan councsls of
the laity.

Meeting annually, the national assembly
would make policy decisioas and elect a
board of directors from its mem&ersiHp
including II NCCW members, II NCCM
members and up to 11 others front remaining
member groups.

VATICAN CITY — (NO
— The Vatican City daily
newspaper has applauded
•Jpsident- Nixon's decision to

'"reject the presidential por-
nography commission's rec-
ommendation to relax anti-
pornography laws.

"President Nixon des-
cribed its answer as 'morally
bankrupt* and we are con-
vinced that everyone should
admit, in objectivity, that his
judgment is courageous and
true," said L'Osservatore
Romano.

The P r e s i d e n t ' s
Commission on Obscenity and
Pornography (most of the
members were named by
President Johnson) said that
1 egislation should not inter-

fere with the right of adults to
read, obtain or view explicit
sexual materials and urged
the repeal of legislation pro-
hibiting the sale, exhibition,
or distribution of sexual ma-
terials to consenting adults.

IT also urged legislation
regulating the sale of sexual
materials to young persons
who do not have the consent
of their parents and legisla-
tion protecting persons from
having sexual materials
thrust on them without their
consent through the mails or
through open public displays.

The commission also
recommended "that a mass-
ive sex education effort be
launched."

We know from oar experiences in working with
migrant children that they have been sorely deprived of the
opportunities which "Project Good News" will provide for
them."

SISTER Mary Anthony, O.P, Dominican Sister of
Bethany, serves as coordinator of the program in which a
minimum of 88 children from raraJ areas will be bused each
Saturday morning to the Greater Miami area where they will
be chaperoned by adults and students from local high schools
and joined by urbaa children.

Talent from schools, studios and community volunteers,
will be utilized to prepare programs featuring folk dancing,
classical ballet, vocal and instrumental music and drama.
Field trips are also planned to the Seaquarium, zoo, Science
Museum, Art studios, Parrot Jungle, Serpentarium and other
places of interest.

Classes will subsequently be given on Saturday mornings
in the migrant labor camps based on the specific areas of
culture in which the youngsters show a particular interest.

Several schools and churches are making facilities
available for the Saturday morning programs but funds are
needed for food and admission fees.

"I wonder how many
other young Americans have
died from overdoses of illegal
narcotic drugs in the remain-
der of the other 48 states," he
emphasized, "But there is no
drug problem, according to
the news media. They say
let's get oat of Vietnam —
we've lost over 40.000 boys.
But there is no drug problem,
and if there is, it is a very
smail amount."

Hanging in the air is a $22 million appropriation
a] re ad v approved by the statelegislaturefor the school
vear 1970-71. According to the superintendent of
schools of the Archdiocese of Detroit, shared time
programs, special services and possibly school tax
exemptions are now in jeopardy, ail of which he
describes as a "tragic loss to education in Michigan.""

There ought to be some practical lessen lo be
learned by other states seeking aid for nonpubltc
schools.

Meet outlines |Bo(ivian president
national goals (faced by dilemma
in charity work

WASHINGTON — {NO — The National Conference of
Catholic Charities (NCC€) came, saw and talked about
conquering — mapping out an attack m poverty, youth
conflicts, drags, abortion aad hmsmg.

At the ead of fee conference's 56th annual meeting here
Nov. 1-5, some UX6 social work delegates approved
reflations dealing with these tasiMe areas. More
importantly, the group stressed the need for tackling first
things first.

"*Th« basic priority for the seventies," stated the NCCC
preamble to Ms resolutions, "can be nothing less than an
unreserved commitment to a more precious quality of life for
ail citizens.

"Although it may pose a threat to oar own s ta te or
possessions," the preamble continned, "we cannot deny
decency and joy-iH-iiving to others. Hostility to the poor, and
calloused indifference to the aged and those who suffer,
poison the air we breathe.

IN VIEW of this basic commitment to quality of life,
NCCC delegates insisted upon "a sound welfare system which
assumes at least a minimum level of subsistence below which
no individual may fall." The conference, which claims to be
the nation's largest non-governmental program in social
welfare, also endorsed the Nixon administration's proposal
for welfare reform as a priority for the 70's.

In other resolutions, the NCCC:
« Repeated its conviction that "the disenchantment of

our youth must be resolved, and resolved quickly." It urged
the upcoming 1970 White House Conference on Children and
Youth to address itself to the problems and dreams of youth
in this decade and not to end conference sessions until there
are definite plans for implementation of its conclusions and
recommendations,

9 Urged "the maximum development of Catholic
Charitjes programs relative to the aging." Such programs
coald include development of senior citizens centers,
expansion of homemaker services and consultation service to
parishes.

« Agreed that "one of the greatest threats to the quality
of life today is the drug problem," and asked every Catholic
Charities agency to combat the problem through cooperative
programs of information and education, treatment and
rehabilitation.

» Called upon all the Church to join in efforts to assist in
counseling and understanding the woman who faces a
difficult pregnancy. "The woman faced with an abortion,"
NCCC resolved, "needs to know that her decision to introduce
her child to life in this world will be supported by all who
profess an interest in human life.

» Cited the need for immediate programs "aimed at
making decent housing available in such quantity and in such
patterns as will contribute to the solution of man's problem of
living with his brother in friendship and peace."

"I know there are critics of the acts," said one middle-
aged matron. "But what else coald he (Trudeau i have done to
protect us? I feel safe."

A young student disagreed that individual liberties had
been largely restricted. -'We can still read and write. listen to
the radio and TV and criticize our government." he said.

Not all students, however, were in agreement. At a ci%'il

Extend Mid-East truce, Pope asks
UNITED NATIONS. R.Y.

— fNC) — Pope Paal VI told
the United Nations that an
extension of the 90-day Middle
East cease-fire is "highly
desirable" as "a positive"
step toward the beginning of
peace talks hetween Israel
and the Arab states.

In a message to President
Edvard Hamhro of the UN
General Assembly, Pope Paul
said that he had addressed an
appeal to the heads of states,
concerned in the Middle East
hostilities asking tfjem to do
"whatever is in their power
so that the truce may be op-
portunely extended."

THE cease-fire expired
at midnight Nov. 5, bat al-
though the military truce was
officially terminated the pins
were silent. Original trace for
an unspecified time, bat re-
lated peace moves remained
deadlocked.

Assembly President
Hambro, in reply to the
Pope's message said he fully
shared the Pontiff's convic-
tion "that it is essential to
extend the truce in the middle
East" and that this view is
"held by the overwhelming
majority of the General As-
sembly."

On Nov. € the General As-
sembly adopted by a large
majority, 57 to 16, an
Egyptian-backed resolution
calling for a three-month ex-
tension of the standstill
cease-fire in the Middle East
and unconditional resumption
of Arab-Israeli peace talks
through Dr. Gunnar V.
Jarring, the special represen-
tative of UN General Sec-
retary U Thant.

IN his message, Hambro
cited the Pope's "great con-
cern for peace throughout the
world" and said his "over-

riding interest in bringing to
an end all those cases where
war and strife persist are
universally recognized."

But they pkfced up a Senate seat in California, an
especially -painful victory to the Republicans because
it is Nixon's tome state. They won in Illinois, where
Nixon made a special effort to see that they lost and
— at latest count — they held on to Indiana, though not
bv much.

THE Democrats also scored heavily in the House
of Representatives with a net gain of eight seats and
saw fellow Democrats tafce away II governorships
across the R-atkm.

OB the other band, t&e massive Nixon-Agnew
vote-getting effort was by no means a complete
failure The Republicans not only scored party
victories to Maryland and Tennessee* they chalked up
ideological wins in .New York.and Texas, where a
Conservative and a conservative Democrat replaced.
a liberal ftepab-fiean and a. liberal Democrat.

Same Repubfieaiis have denied that the
Democratic victories are especially significant. They
ctzim that the out-of-office party always picks up
Congressional seats in off-year elect ions. "

Democratic commentators counter with the
«iK-ervatkKi that in every Presidential election year is
this ceatary, the party winning the presidency has
always captured the Congress as weii, except for 1968.
In "18, Nixon failed to capture the Congress, indicating
that the Democratic victories this year are not a
normal reaction to a '68 Republican* sweep-but the
continuation of a Democratic trend golag back to I960.

BEHIND the visible results of the 1370 elections
appear a few trends that are confounding vote
analysts aad aanerrnig professional party leaders. At
t&e same time, the trends seem to indicate a growing
awareness of issues and ideologies cm the part of the
voters.

Reduced, and admittedly too oversimplified for
use in every situation, the treads indicate:

• People are no longer voting the party line.
They are making the effort to find out about
candidates and issues aod taking the time to mark
their ballots or push their polling booth levers
carefully,

• More and more people are making the effort
awl taking the time to go to the polls. Voter turnout
across the nation is slowly but steadily rising,
although it still has a long way to go to match the 90
percent turnout in some countries.

By not voting a predictable party line, people are
undercutting standard political efforts to appeal to
and forecast bloc-voting. In other words, many of the
old safe cliches about Catholics voting Democratic
and upper middle class whites voting Republican
seem to be useless.

For example, Catholics in the New York City area
/ , apparently bolted both major parties to throw their
%.r weight behind Conservative Senate candidate James

Bnckley. But in Massachusetts, Catholics helped send
liberal Democratic Sen. Edward M. Kennedy back to
the Senate.

THE SAME lack of pattern marked other voter
breakdowns. In Maryland, liberal Democratic Sen.
Joseph F. Tydings lost to Republican Glenn Beall, Jr.,
yet incumbent Democratic Gov. Marvin Mandel
swamped bis Republican challenger, a former aide to
Vice President Spire T. Agnew.

In California, the position was reversed.
Republican Gov. Ronald Reagan was reelected but
Republican Sen. George Murphy lost to liberal
Democratic challenger John Tunney.

Section results also indicate that the Nixon
administration's carefully planned Southern strategy,
an effort to win Southern backing for administration
efforts, is in trouble. Several key Republicans lost out
to Democrats, weakening the administration's hold on
theSoutfa.

What it all means in the long run is hard to assess.
The collapse of old voter patterns not only changes the
results of the political game, it changes the rules.

Bat one thing does seem to be emerging: the
American voter is better educated to vote, more
interested in voting and more opinionated about the
coarse of his voting than at any other time in this
century. The result could be a new government
responsiveness to a newly politicized electorate.

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On bearing discomfort

One of the cornerstones of sound mental health resides in
a person's capacity to bear discomfort, and the capacity to
bear discomfort is nothing more than the will to bear
discomfort.

There is some truth to the allegation that young America,
particularly on the suburban scene, has been weaned on a diet
of sweets and soft living. Children have been spoiled and
coddled when they expressed discomfort. Consequently
they've grown up stripped of the very defenses needed to
survive in this aggressive dog-eat-dog world.

In the past, people grew up without central beating, and
lived with bone-chilling temperatures morning, noon and
night. The food given them at table was often tasteless and
frequently insufficient. Clothing was a mattter of hand-roe-
downs, take it or leave it.

When our grandfathers were children tbey were put in
their place and if they balked in any way they were physically
silenced. Our forefathers learned to bear discomfort without
even adverting to the words or the concept But in today's
society, where every television commercial offers
indoctrination in the philosophy of quick relief. tbe feeling
begins to grow that enduring discomfort is stupid,
unnecessary and primitive.

THE OÎ LY problem with that Utopian view is that sooner
or later it is certain to collide with reality. Unless a person
has learned, and learned well, the art of bearing discomfort,
be or she will be enslaved to self, a victim of an escapist
syndrome. This means that they will think first of doing taeir
own thing, and to hell with everyone else.

No one likes discomfort; it certainly does no good to
glamorize it, but life is filled with unavoidable discomforts of
every type.

Insignificant and annoying situations occur everyday,
calling for patient endurance, determination and self-control.

Delays at tbe airport or on Use highway, willfulness in one's
own chBdren, physical pain that does no respond to medi-
cation, disinterest and disregard from those whom we most
want to influence, dissatisfaction with one's own
performance.

These and countless others are among tbe overload of
tension-giving pressures we uncover in daily life. All of them
require a strong will to bear discomfort. Without this the
individual is reduced to infantile tantrums, a dehumanizing
experience for an adul t.

IN AN AGE that has seduced many into thinking that
there is a remedy for every ill, it is no'wonder that people
seek instant relief from their immediate discomforts. Even
tbe discomfort of boredom is met with a drug solution.
Inexperienced and bored youngsters turn to hallucinogens for
their relief: LSD, Mescaline of PsDocybin.

Sociologists refer to oar society as a drug culture. We
have advanced to a qBestionably high standard of living,
which to most peqple means an increase in our daily living
comforts, and therefore a corresponding decrease in our will
to bear discomfort.

We are paying a heavy price for all this pseudo-progress.
There are no substitutes for discqrtiae and will power.
Teachers and parents, schools and homes, are in dire need of
revaluation in terms of this simple principle: either we
inculcate the will to bear discomfort, or we raise self-
indulgent weaklings who interpret life merely in terms of
their own satisf ac tions.

God help today's parents woo are so torn in their efforts
to do what is right by their children. A good firm hand, where
it hurts, a strong set of rales for daily living, and a united
effort to establish authority m tbe borne are a necessary
beginning. If the child finds all this discomforting, vou may
be doing him a great big favor. He'd better learn* to bear
discomfort BOW, or he may spend fbe rest of Ms life in a
mindless flight from reality.

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Politics and Christian responsibility

Though there was no presidential
election this year, election fever ran high in
the United States. Issues such as peace, the
war in Vietnam, and the high cost of living
were discussed excitedly by candidates and
voters. National, state, and local elections
attracted intense attention.

SINCERE CHRISTIANS realize their re-
sponsibilities to vote in important elections.
They acknowledge that they must contribute
to good government by choosing con-
scientiously candidates who will be honest
and sincere office holders.

But when the ballots have been cast,
does the political responsibility of the
Christian cease for the next two or four
years? Our recent history, and our present
political problems indicate that even when
"the better man" has been elected there is a
continuing political responsibility for the
Christian. Christians must not only vote con-
scientiously, they also have the respon-
sibility to work for the reform of existing
political institutions.

Political institutions, like human beings,
can become weak or corrupt. If a political
institution' such as a local, state or national
government loses sight of its goal, or mis-
construes its priorities, then it is corrupt. It
no longer serves, but controls, the com-
munity. "The Political Community exists,"
the Second Vatican Council states, "for the
sake of the common good, in which it finds
its full justification and significance, and the
source of Its inherent legitimacy,

Indeed, the common good embraces the
sum of those conditions of the social life
whereby men, families and associations
more adequately, and readily may attain
their own perfection." (Church in Modern
World, n. 74). If a government, then exists
for the perpetuation of a particular political
party, or for the betterment of a particular
segment of the people, and not for the better-
ment of ail the people, then the political
institution in question is corrupt.

To say a political institution is corrupt
does not necessarily imply that the people
who control the political Institution are
corrupt, On the contrary, th« people who
direct political Institutions are seldom
corrupt, but they very often lack vision. In
one large American city, the main political
leader is an exemplary Christian. His
political, personal and family life shows
forth his Christian commitment, Yet the
political party which this man controls is
corrupt, The practical goal of this political
party Is to continue in power. Loyalty to the
party, not service to the people, is the slogan.
Policies and programs in this city are judged
by the criterion, "will it help the party."

THE CHRISTIAN principle of good
government, "will it help the people,
especially those who cannot help them-
selves," is seldom invoked. No matter how
much lip service is given to honesty and good
government by politicians in this city, an
unbiased evaluation of the activity of the
political party in power suggests one conclu-
sion; the party first, the people second, This
city government has everything, save
Christian Vision,

The duty of Christian then, is to make
sure that political institutions have the
proper vision of what they are about.
Christians should forcefully remind political
leaders, political parties, and office holders
that their first responsibility is to the needs
of the people,

"In the conscience of many," states the
Council, "there arises an increasing concern
that the rights of minorities be recognized,
without neglect for their duties toward the
political community," (Ibid. n. 73). This
desire to help minorities is present in the
minds and hearts gf many American
Catholics; there is a growing concern about
the black, the poor, and other people in our
society who cannot help themselves. And
yet, the Kerner Report, when discussing the
causes of racial violence, states that one of
the basic causes is that the United States is a
"racist society."

Thus, the very political institutions
which are supposed to help the black, the
poor, and other underprivileged people, are
governed by attitudes ami goals which are
primarily designed to help the educated, the
white and the comfortable. Christians cannot
stand idle in face of this situation, and main-
tain that they are trying to help their fellow-
man. We must help our political institutions
formulate a vision that-respects the rights of
all. especially the underprivileged, and then
we must insist that the leaders of our
political institution* pursue these goals in a
realistic manner. In short, the goals of many
American political institutions must be
renewed, just as Lhe goals of the Church
-were renewed during, the Vatican Council.

This can be accomplished most surely and
quickly by Christians who are active mem-
bers of political organizations.

WE LIVE in an era when political insti-
tutions are subject to great criticism and
even revolution. The answer to this series of
problems lies not in the destruction of our
governments or political parties, but in their
renewal. Many men of good will serve in our
present political structures. Yet many of
them serve with a vision that is out of date
for the problems that beset our time. As a re-
suit, many political institutions are corrupt
and dying; they bring misery and despair,
rather than life and service,-to the people.
Christians can help bring about the neces-
sary renewal of vision. We have the prin-
ciples, do we have the courage? When the
Conciliar Fathers advocated a more active
participation by Catholics in political life,
they were calling us to give our political
institutions a Christian Vision.

One phrase of the Council keeps ringing
in my mind: "We can justly consider that the
future of humanity lies in the hands of those
Who are strong enough to provide coming
generations with reason for "living and
hoping," (Ibid. n. 31). In our society, we see
all kinds of people, especially the young, who
do not seem to have a reason for "living and
hoping." Cart we give them a reason? Not
through platitudes or parables, but only
through the existence of political institutions
which demonstrate concern, a genuine con-
cern for peace, equality and justice. In short,
we shall not give future generations much to
live and hope for unless we start renewing
our political institutions.

The setting for the Messiah II

During the civil war in Rome, Hyrcanus

II, the high priest, and Antipater, the
politician, had supported Caesar. They were
richly rewarded. Antipater was given
Roman citizenship and made procurator of
Judea,

From 43 B,C, to 28 B.C., Rome was
governed by the second triumvirate: Mark
Anthony, M, Amelius Lepidus and Gctavian.
Mark Anthony, famous for his love affair
with Cleopatra, assumed the government of
the eastern part of the Empire. M. Amelius
Lepidus governed Africa. Octavian, Caesar's
great nephew governed Italy and the west. In
27 B.C, Octavian became Emperor, By
Senate vote, he became "princeps" (prince)
for a term of ten years, which was
subsequently renewed four times for periods
of five, five, ten and ten years, respectively
—• which was for life. Octavian assumed the
name Augustus. He was Emperor when
Jesus was born.

NO PROVISION was made for
succession to imperial authority, While he
still lived, Augustus appointed his nephew,
Tiberius, as co-regent. Tiberius was
Emperor when Jesus died.

Rome continued to be a republic, in
name, to the third century, In fact, however,
the rule of the Emperor was absolute. In the
city of Rome itself, all power siiently and
gradually became personal and absolute in
the hands of the emperor, The fact remains,
that throughout the provinces, Rome created
an orderly civilization and protected peace,
The empire was governed by a system of
officials appointed personally by the
emperor and responsible to him. This official
generally bore the title of "governor" in a
given province. Officials for lesser
territories were called by a variety of titles,
the most common of which was, perhaps,
"procurator".

Judea was administered by a procurator,
who was subject to the legate, or governor,
of Syria, except for the reigns of Herod (37-4
B.C.i and Agrippa (41-44 A.I.).]. The pro-
curator had troops under his romrmwl, but
these were in units smaller than legions U<>
had responsibility for the collection of taxes
and for the death penalty. He. also had
authority to nam« and depose the high priest
Pontius Pilate was procurator of Judea from
2SA.D. IO36A.D.

Under Roman imperial government, a
remarkable system of roads wm built linking
every part of the empire with Home,
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Maritime routes were established and
protected.

NOW WE TURN our attention to Herod
the Great, king of Judea, as he appt«m\s in the
Gospels. Herod was the son of Antipater,
procurator, appointed by Pompoy. Antipntcr
was an Idumean. Idumea was the region
immediately south of Judea. The idumenns
had been forced to accept Judaism by the
Hasmonean, John Hyrcanus. They wrre
looked upon with suspicion and considered
foreigners by the Jews, Antipater .supported
Caesar in the Roman civil war. He was a
favorite in Rome and spent a great deal of
lime there. He married an Arabian princess.
From Herod's background, his Judaism was
suspect,

Herod received the title "King of the
Jews" while an exile in Rome. At that time,
Antigonus, a brother of Hyreanus II, wa.s in
political control of Judea. Herod had to f ighl
for his position as king. He did and he won.
Still, the Jews considered him a foreigner
and a tool of the Romans. He was two faced
about religion, and observed Jewish
practices when he; was in a,Jewish situation,
and pagan Greek practices when he was
itmong the Greeks. His friends. Aumistu* and
Anthony, expanded his kingdom to include
Judea proper, Idumea. S;mi;iri.t (i;diSee.
PerauaandHashan.

The litfe century American philosopher. Ralph Waldo
Emerson, who attached great importance to the virtue oi
self-reliance and was wont to extoi it-rather ecstatically mhis
wrtta^s. todk a very ditn view of traveling.

Emerson mate this dour judgment at a time when only a
handful of his leUow-cottntrymes were able, m any given
year, to indulge tfaea* iiaaderiusi ami travel overseas Had he
been able to anticipate or foresee ftiat a hundred years later.

commonplace equipment for millions of restless and rootles?
Americans and" that Zanzibar would be more readily
accessible to residents of Concord than Philadelphia, lor
example, was in his own day. he might have despaired of our
ever beisg aMe or *even wiling iocultivate the higher virtues
awl develop a viable civilization of our owa making on ?his.
the- far side of the Atlantic Ocean.

THERE is nodoubtediy something Io be said for
Eroersan's poiat <rf view. In any event, he was not the first
American philosopher, nor will he be the last.-to remind us-
that man's incurable itch for travel is a snare and a delusion
aad that it's the wise man who resists the wanderlust and
elects to stay at home and quietly cultivate the garden of hi?
own mind and heart and sotil.

For better or lor worse, however, Americans of ail ages
and ever-increasing numbers are completely disregarding
Mr. Emerson's Olympian-advice and are traveling more, at
tte present time, than any otter people in the history of the
taman race. I must admit, of course, that I haven't checked
tte accoracy of this statement with the statisticians in the
Passport Division of the Department of State.

I simply offer it as one man's very clear impression
based on what he'was atfe to observe during the course of a
recent tr|> arcand the world — a trip which included stops d
varying duration in Dublin. Rome. Moscow. Kyoto, Tokyo.
Hong Kong, Manila awl a couple of Intermediate points along
the way,

I would roughly estimate that well over half of the foreign
tourists we encountered in each of these cities (with the
possible exception of Moscow} were citizens of the United
States.

It would be easy enough, of course, but snobbish and
rather snide, in this writer's opinion, to make fun of the
"ugly" Americaa tourist — with his rough and ready
manners, his inevitable camera, and his insatiable thirst for
shopping at bargain prices — and to suggest that, for the good
of our national image, he really ought to turn in his passport
and, for the future, indulge his passion for traveling
exclusively within the continental limits of the United States.

For my part, however, I am inclined to agree with
Bronson Alcott, another American author of an earlier age.
when he says that "the traveled mind is the catholic mind
educated from exciusiveness and egotism."

here that the concept of a pigeonholed God, set aside from
everyday life, lies behind the crisis of belief troubling
contemporary Christians.

Speaking at Kenwood Academy of the Sacred Heart here.
Father Gregory Baum,O.S.A., charged that many Christians
haye been trained to see God only in specifically sacred
settings. They therefore cannot find him in dailylife, because
they are not looking for him there, he said.

"IF God makes any seise at all," Father Baum pointed
out, "then he must sorely be found in the center of life,
namely in those areas of life where in fact we invest most of
oar energy and not in the marginal experiences of holiness.

"There is already enough schizoid in us to divide our lives
into seyeral sections and to cause as to run away from what's
really important: oar daily lives."

Father Baum spoke of God as one who summons men to
self-knowledge. Relating this to-the idea that God is present
in other people, the priest said that "normally the summons
comes to us from other people, because we are loved and
appreciated. Because there was community, strength and
freedom were built up in us.

"And yet we recognize the strength and freedom we get
from others somehow transcends the people who give them to
us because the people who give them to us have their own
problems, needs and limitations."

The key to this transcendence, the Augustinian priest
concluded, is the presence of God among men.

Father Baum also outlined some of the problems facing
those who believe in God and worry over the existence of evil
and God's role in allowing it.

"God," he explained, "is the source of our energy to fight
evil and wrestle with it and he is our ultimate gracious
destiny, in which we find total liberation from the evil which
threatens to destroy ns."

BMsard Kyie-Keitii, m-
UKS- of "Tfae High Price of
Potaegrapfay." states that,
"There is ample evidence
that pornography not oniy
reaches people of all ages, bat
also satetaatially influences
them.

Dr. George W. Hesry,
professor of clinical psychia-
try at Corneli University Col-
lege of Medicine, lias made
some pertinent observations
on tbe growing tendency to-
wards sexual deviaf km. He is
particularly concerned with
fetishism .... He feels that the
increase in sex crimes and
the various forms of deviation
are to a substantial degree
tie result of reading porno-
graphy.

Dr. Henry believes that
'the majority of people are so
coostitated and live in en-
vironments sacb that they
will grow ap to be reasonably
normal in their sexual adjust-
ment.

THERE IS, however,
quite a large proportion of the
population who are suscep-
tible to training, training such
as may be obtained from
these publications, and
whether or not they arrive at

a point of violence is perhaps
an academic matter m view
of tbe otber problem that no
eee can teli ahead of time
-who is going to arrive at that
goal ooee they have been
exposed to these
puMkatkms.'*

Kyle-Keith goes on to say,
"The reasonable assumption
that pornography creates sex-
ual deviation is inescapable
Since a statistically undeter-
minable, but probably very
large number of persons turn
to sexual deviation if an
opportunity offers itself, it is
likely that the reading ol
smat constitutes a sizeable
traiamg ground."

As a case in point, the au-
thor remarks, "The observa-
tions made by the juvenile
court judges ... are affirmed
by Inspector Harry Fox, com-
manding officer of the Juve-
nile Division of the Philadel-
phia Police Department, who
works in close collaboration
with the juvenile courts in
that city.

In the period of live
years. Fox and the men in his
deparlment interrogated over
100,000 boys and girls. Fox re-
ported that the Philadelphia
police files — like the police
files In most other cities —
included many cases which
support the view that porno-
graphy does create and abet
crime..."
