Florida's newest prelate was ordained to the episcopacy
on Tuesday in the Cathedral of St. Mary, Miami, in the
presence of one of the largest assemblages of hierarchy ever
gathered in South Florida.

John Cardinal Dearden, Archbishop of Detroit, was the
principal consecrator, and Archbishop Coleman F. Carroll
and Bishop Paul Tanner of St. Augustine were co-
consecrators of Bishop Rene Henry Gracida, who became
Titular Bishop of Masuccaba and Auxiliary Bishop to
Archbishop Carroll.

Bishop Charles B. McLaughlin of St. Petersburg and
Bishop William D. Borders of Orlando were among the 24
Bishop-Consecrators and led Bishop Gracida through the
overflow congregation of more than 1,000 priests, religious,
and laity, for his first Episcopal Blessing.

As he gave his blessing, Bishop Gracida carried a crozier
given to him as a gift by Bishop Tanner. The Bishop of St.
Augustine had received the staff from Archbishop Carroll on
the occasion of his elevation to the episcopacy. It was
formerly the staff of the late Bishop Howard Carroll of
AHoona-Johnstown, brother of Archbishop Carroll.

BASING HIS REMARKS on a passage from the Sacred
Constitution on the Church of the Second Vatican Council,
Bishop Gracida spoke at the conclusion of the ceremonies.

"More than all the beauty and the pomp and
circumstance which surrounds this ancient and sacred rite of
the Catholic Church, what we have witnessed here this
afternoon is an expression of unity. Of unity which is
personified and realized in the persons of us all.

"We have been brought together in the first place perhaps
by the unity of friendship which we share with one another.
By the unity of priestly order. By the unity of the episcopacy.
But above all things else we have been brought here together
in unity in the bond of love," the newly ordained prelate
stated.

"It's important for us to remember, I suggest, that faith
is not what philosophers call the univocal or an absolute thing
in itself but is rather relative to the strengths and weaknesses
o£ the men in whom it resides. So I suggest that we are also
united here this afternoon in the bond of faith, each according
to his own ability to receive and respond before the Father, to
acknowledge Him as the Father of us all."

Bishop Gracida, who is pastor of St. Patrick Church,
Miami Beach, and Vicar General and Chancellor of the
Archdiocese, told the congregation that his prayers as they
left the Cathedral were, "That we can remember this simple
fact of what has taken place in the ceremony this afternoon.
That lor one brief moment in the span of our lives we were
united in perhaps the most perfect way here on earth — in
celebration of the Eucharistic Mystery in which Christ Our
Lord said the unity of us ail in Himself in God the Father is
perfectly real."

The coat of arms of the new Bishop
consists of the shield which is "fusiliy in
bond azure and argent," a series of blue
and silver lozenges (diamond-shaped
objects diagonally disposed) from the
coat of arms of St. Vincent Archabbey at
Latrobe, Pa., where Bishop Gracida
studied for Ihe Holy Priesthood. These
are (lie arms of Bavaria where the
mother Abbey of St. Michael the
Archangel gave birth to St. Vincent
Archabhey in Latrobo. Thus the blue and
silver diamonds tell the story of the
growth of the Faith - - the mustard seed
planted by St. Benedict at the beginning
of the sixth century.

The palm tree and the two crosses
are taken from the coat of arms of the
Archdiocese of Miami, where the Bishop
has served as a priest since his
sacerdotal ordination, and where he was
Vicar General at the time of his
appointment to the episcopacv.

THE TWO PARTS of the shield thus
serve to identify the ecclesiastical
lineage of the Bishop both with regard to
his priesthood and episcopacy.

The motto of Bishop Gracida, which
expresses his program and spirit, is
"Abyssus Abyssum Invocat." which,
translated, means "Deep is calling to
deep" and is a phrase taken from Psalm
41:8 (Vulgate).

The external ornaments of the
shield are composed of the pontifical hat
with its six tassels on each side,
disposed in three rows, all in green, and
the episcopal cross tinctured in gold.
These are the heraldic insignn of a
prelate of the rank of bibiiwp in
accordance with the Instruction of the
Holy See of April 17,1969.

Prior to 1870 the pontifical hat was
worn at solemn cavalcades held in
conjunction with papal functions. The
color of the pontifical hat and the
number and color of the tassels were
signs of the rank of the prelate, a custom
still preserved in ecclesiastical
heraldry.

(Following is an explanation of the motto
of Auxiliary Bishop Rene Henry Gracida. j

The motto of Bishop Gracida, "Abyssus
Abyssum Invocat," is taken from the first
half of the eighth verse of Psalms 42-43 and is
translated in the new American Bible as
"Deep Calls Unto Deep." The translation of
the entire verse is:

Deep calls unto deep
In the roar of your cataracts;
All your breakers and your billows
Pass over me.
In the new American Bible the 42-43

Psalms are entitled "Desire for God and His
Temple" and the commentary on the Psalm
in a footnote states: "Psalms 42-43 represent
respectively two-thirds and one-third of what
was originally a single Psalm. Each of the
three parts ends in an identical refrain. The
psalmist is in exile north of Palestine, far
from Jerusalem. Homesick for the solemn
services of the temple, he keeps up his

courage by an ardent hope and an unshaken
trust in God. The high lyrical style of this
Psalm makes it one of the finest poems in the
Bible." In its commentary on verse eight,
the same Bible states: "Deep calls unto deep
— the re-echoing roar of stormy waters. The
figure of affliction as a raging sea is common
in the Psalms. Here, however, the thought
may also have been suggested by the
cataracts of the upper Jordan."

In an accommodated sense, the phrase
"Deep Calls Unto Deep" can be understood
to express the psalmist's confident
dependence on the compassionate strength
and assistance of God in whatever

. difficulties he may find himself at the
moment. In this sense, the phrase can be
seen as another expression of the basic idea
which St. Paul wrote about in his second
letter to the Corinthians.

In II Corinthians 12. 9-10, St. Paul writes
of his dependence on the strength of Christ to

assist him in his apostolic labors. He wrote:
"He (Christ) said to me, 'My grace is

enough for you, for in weakness power
reaches perfection.' and so I willingly boast
of my weaknesses instead, that the power of
Christ may rest upon me. Therefore, I am
content with weakness, with mistreatment,
with distress, with persecutions and
difficulties for the sake ol Christ; for when 1
am powerless, it is then that lam strong."

The motto "Abyssus Abyssum Invocat"
or "Deep Calls Unto Deep" can be
understood as follows: Bishop Gracida calls
out from the depth of his need as a man faced
with great new responsibilities in the Church
to Jesus Christ asking him to complete and
perfect in the Bishop from the depth of
Christ's grace and cpmpassion what the
Bishop lacks in order to successfully
accomplish the work of Christ in the Church
in the midst of an onrushing human history
whose rate of change sometimes suggests
the roar of a cataract.

murder not the answer

It's anrliversal experience. Every one of

us at some time in our life has felt unwanted,
unloved by someone. It's a lonely feeling
even foE>.adults who may have a healthy ego
and a resilient spirit. And so when one hears
of unwanted children, " somehow that
situation seems worse still.

No one wants to see a child suffer either
physically or emotionally. Because of this
natural sympathy to protect children, sin-
cere people may be misled by the pro-
abortion argument: "Wouldn't it be better if
the child was never born?" This question is
likely to take on a humanitarian posture
which conveniently serves as a smokescreen
to the real issue.

Who is the unwanted child? Is he the
unplanned child? Is she the defective child —
the one who will be born handicapped? Let's
consider all these children.

, FACT IS, more than 7,000 young folk in

Dade County are not seeking daily suicide by
leaping from the Haulover Bridge.

Fact is, they are seeking an end to life
behind closed doors. The whole thing re-
mains a very private death wish. Thus most
folk in Dade County can sleep easily at night.

The logic for this collective lack of con-
cern is very simple. It works thusly:

Public mass suicide is very bad.
Private mass suicide is acceptable.
What somebody does privately is their

own affair.
The Christian conscience should not con-

cern itself with the more than 7,000 young
people who are daily stabbing poison into
their minds and bodies.

The act is private.
It is called heroin addiction.

That is the way the logic works.
Sleep well.
But some people can't.
The cops are very bothered about it.

They spend an awesome amount of time,
money and human anguish trying to stop the
more than 7,000 young Dade iemmings from
destroying themselves. But all the cops can
do is arrest them. And cops are very logical

people. They know that the mere act of
arresting a person will not prevent his sui-
cide. Eventually, there will come a day of
freedom. Eventually, the suicidal will suc-
ceed, will find the exact amount of poison re-
quired to end his life.

THE NEEDLE will go in. The mind will
stop telling the body to work because the

ABORTION PROMOTERS say that an
unplanned child will be an unwanted child,
and an unwanted child will be a battered
child. Their logic is depressingly faulty.

Although it's difficult to define
"unwanted," many social scientists have
been studying the pregnant mother and her
attitudes towards her unborn child. They
overwhelmingly agree that one cannot
predict the mother's attitudes after birth.
What can be predicted, however, is the
experience of some depression at some point
during a pregnancy. This is considered very
normal — not a sign of pregnancy rejection,
nor a sign of mental illness.

A widely used textbook on obstetrics
describes this phenomenon: "It is not
unusual for women who will become good
mothers . . . to react initially to the
diagnosis of pregnancy with resentment,
frustration, and depression, only to express
strong, genuine, positive feelings of accep-
tance as the pregnancy advances and fetal
movements appear.''

This is all the more reason for women to
receive good medical counseling to help
them understand these normal feelings that
they may have during pregnancy. They
should be helped to understand that whether
or not the child is planned or unplanned,
there will probably be some depression and
anxiety during pregnancy.

IN THE CASE of the unmarried
pregnant mother, her stress may be even
greater -- especially when her pregnancy is
strongly rejected by the mother of the child,
her family and friends, and societal

VATICAN CITY - (NO

— Despite many claims that
the ecumenical movement is
stalled on dead center, the
president of the Vatican's
Secretariat for Christian
Unity maintains that 1971 saw
a number of significant de-
velopments in progress
toward Christian unity.

On a Vatican Radio pro-
gram during the Week of
Prayer for Unity, Cardinal
Jan Willebrands, president of.
the unity secretariat, review-
ed activities of an ecumenical
nature conducted by the
Catholic Church and other
Christian churches and com-
munities during the past year.

BEGINNING with rela-
tions with Eastern churches,
Cardinal Willebrands recalled

the letters exchanged
Pope Paul VI and

Greek Orthodox Patriarch
Athenagoras I of Constantin-
ople in early 1971 stressed the
need for the growth of a truly
brotherly attitude in both
communities so that one day
they might "communicate
together with the same
chaiice of the Lord."

The cardinal cited his
visit to Patriarch Athen-
agoras during which he gave
the patriarch a more than 700-
page volume containing 285
documents exchanged by the
Vatican and the patriarchate
during the past 12 years.

The cardinal also recalled
his official visits to the Ortho-
dox Churches of Greece and
Crete as well as his attend-
ance at the synod of the
Russian Orthodox Church
that ejected a new patriarch
of Moscow and all Russia.

OTHER ecumenical
contacts mentioned by
Cardinal Willebrands includ-
ed the exchange of visits
between the Rumanian Ortho-
dox Patriarch Justinian and
Cardinals Franz Koenig of
Vienna and Julius Doepfner of

Munich, and the visit ol
Syrian Orthodox Patriarch
Ignatius Jacoub III to the
Vatican, during which the
Pope and the patriarch issued
a joint call for closer colla-
boration.

With regard to relations
with the Protestants and
Anglicans, the cardinal
singled out the work of
several joint commissions.
Among these was Die
Catholic-Lutheran commis-
sion which completed during
the year studies on the theme
""The Gospel and the
Church." The first series of
conversations with the
Methodists were held on pro-
blems of Christian spiritual-
ity, the Eucharist.

Anglican preaches
in N.Y. cathedral

Expert says 'pill' does lot of harm
LONDON - (NC) - A

leading authority on venereal
disease claims that oral con-
traceptives have done more
harm than thalidomide — a
tranquilizing medicine given
to pregnant women that re-
sulted in malformed babies.

Dr. R.S. Morton, a World
Health Organization consul-
tant, wrote in a new book —
"Social Freedom and Ven-
ereal Disease" — that the
birth control pill for the single
girl must stand condemned.

Dr. Morton practices in
Sheffield, an industrial city in
England's Midlands.

"The accumulation of
cases of long-term individual
misery and venereal disease
as a direct result of its use is
more calamitous than any-
thing precipitated by the
thalidomide." he said.

Pill-prescribing for the

single girls as a means of
reducing illegitimacy in
Britain has so far been a con-
spicuous failure, according to
Dr. Morton.

IT MIGHT EVEN have
contributed to the very trend
it was designed to reverse by,
in effect, officially sanction-
ing premarital intercourse,
he added.

If babies born in the first
seven months of marriage
were added to the list of
illegitimates, there were
144,337 premaritally con-
ceived maternities in 1968,
compared with 130,560 in 1963,
according to the doctor.

Studies showed that most
single women had sex more
often and with more partners
after taking the pill, he said.
Welsh studies showed that
gonorrhea was twice as com-
mon and growing faster

among women on the pill than
among those who did not use
it, he said.

For the single. Dr. Mor-
ton said, the birth control pill
may be classified with the
most dangerous of polluting

pesticides and is stamped
with the same criteria of
failure — short-sightedness,
inability to see latent side
effects, lack of adequate field
trials, too little thought, and
too much enthusiasm.

Temporary adoptions'
called abortion answer

WASHINGTON - (NC)
— If women opposed to abor-
tion took in unwanted infants
for three years until foster
homes could be found for
them, there would be fewer
abortions in the country, Mrs.
Eunice Kennedy Shriver said
here.

"Believe me, these hun-
dreds and thousands of abor-
tive lives are not unwanted.
They are loved and desired,"
die told a meeting of the
rashington Birthright chap-

ter, an organization that
offers women alternatives to
abortion,

"ABORTION is robbing
adoptive parents and all of us
of lives that, can strengthen
families and strengthen our
nation," said Mrs. Shriver,
the sister of Sen. Edward
Kennedy (D-Mass,).

Mrs, Ethel Kennedy,
sister-in-law of Mrs. Shriver,
was in the audience. Calling

herself "the friend of the
fetus," she backed Birth-
right's aims.

Mrs. Shriver spoke at an
in-service training meeting
for 100 Birthright volunteers
who operate a telephone "hot
line" service for callers seek-
ing help. Callers are assured
anonymity, emotional sup-
port and referral advice.

She took issue with what
she called "pro-abortionists'
arguments" that there is not
enough people, money or love
to care for unwanted
children.

"I don't believe that,"
she asset ted. "Today there
are just not enough children
to go around."

SHE SAID that today too
much "attention is being
given to the right of the
natural parent to destroy a
life that is not wanted."

Mrs. Shriver said she
based her suggestion of

"three years" temporary
adoption on the amount of
time men and women in
Israel give to military ser-
vice. "It wouldn't be easy,"
she said, "but neither is kib-
butz life or military service
for your country."

Noting that her family
visited the Holy Land during
the Christmas season, she
told the Birthright volunteers
that she found a parallel in
the "building and defense of
Israel with your building and
defense of life for the
unborn."

She added:
"1 have come from the

Middle East where millions
of abortions would take place
every day if we applied our
standards to others. What are
America's, exportable stand-
ards? Isn't the Peace Corps a
better export than how to gel
an abortion?"

NEW YORK - (NC) -
Archbishop Michael Ramsey,
spiritual leader of the world's
45 million Anglicans, has be-
come the first archbishop of
Canterbury ever to preach in
Roman Catholic St. Patrick's
Cathedral here.

Archbishop Ramsey
joined in a special ecumenical
prayer service here Jan. 23
with Cardinal Terence Cooke
of New York and Greek Or-
thodox Bishop Iakavos of
North and South America.

Ramsey is 100th in the
succession of Canterbury
bishops that dates back cen-
turies before the reign of
King Henry VIII of England
in the early 16th Century,
when Anglicans and Roman
Catholics went separate
ways.

The 67-year-old primate
of England and leader of
worldwide Anglican Com-
munion received an ovation
from the more than 3,000 per-
sons who filled the cathedral.

FT MARKED only the
second time that a congrega-
tion in St. Patrick's has
broken into applause. The
other time was when Pope
Paul VI went to the cathedral
during his visit to the United
Nations in 1965.

A colorful procession of
Anglican, Roman Catholic
and Orthodox clergymen
made its way down the aisle.
More than 100 priests of the
three faiths were in atten-
dance for the prayer service,
highlight here of annual

Prayer for Unity Week obser-
vances.

Archbishop Ramsey
preached the sermon. "A few
years ago this occasion would
not have been possible," he
said. "Today it is possible and
it happened."

The Anglican archbishop
said it was Pope John XXIII
who did so much to show that
unity and renewal go to-
gether. He said that some of
the strains, tensions and up-
heavals in the two churches
are signs that renewal is on
the way.

"Far and wide we have
come to realize what the ecu-
menical task really is. It does
not mean asking how may we
unite our churches just as
they are now. It means asking
'how may our churches
become more Christlike,
more obedient to Christ's pur-
pose for them?' "

Unity within churches, he
said, cannot be realized by
church commissions or curias
alone but must be aided by
Christians striving to obey'
Christ's purposes for them.

Archbishop Ramsey
came to the United States on
a six-day visit, centered
around his participation in a
special annual study con-
ference at a large Episcopal
parish in New York.

He was to receive an ecu-
menism award on Jan. 26 at
suburban Garrison, N.Y.,
from the Franciscan Friars
ol the Atonement — the Gray-
moor Fathers whose Roman
Catholic order was founded
by convert Anglican priests.

Christians in China
reached through radio

HONGKONG- ( N C ) -
Radio broadcasting to main-
land China and to millions of
Chinese in Southeast Asia is
the only practical means to
communicate the Christian
message, according to
experts here.

The Chinese Biblical
Institute, the magazine Uni-
versitas and China News
Analysis, an information ser-
vice — all three headquarter-
ed in this British colony —
have joined efforts lo produce
radio programs directed to

Christians there.
They hope that most of

the estimated four million
Christians living in China at
the onset of the Communist
revolution in 1946 - about
three million were Catholics
— have managed to keep their
faith alive in spite of two de-
cades of religious repression.

Scholars and writers at
the three centers estimate
that tfiere are now some 15
million Chinese Christians in
Indochina and other regions
of Southeast Asia.
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Berrigan trial—historic legal process

HARRISBURG, P a . - ( N O - T h e trial that opened here

Jan. 24 with a tedious process of jury selection has all the
ingredients of an historic legal process.

Six Catholics — including three priests, an ex-priest and
his wife, and a nun — and a Moslem professor are charged
with conspiring to kidnap presidential assistant Henry
Kissinger, to explode heating systems under federal
buildings, and to destroy an assortment of draft records in
Pennsylvania, Delaware and New York.

One of the priests — Josephite Father Philip Berrigan,
already imprisoned for destroying draft records at
Catonsville, Md., in 1968 — the nun, and the Moslem are also
charged with smuggling letters into and out of Lewisburg.
Pa., federal penitentiary.

All the defendants have denied the conspiracy charges,
but several have admitted taking part in raids on draft boards
in Philadelphia, Delaware and Rochester, N.Y. But they are
not charged with these offenses — only with conspiracy to
commit them.

THE DEFENSE has not denied that Father Berrigan,
Sister Elizabeth McAlister, and Eqbal Ahmad discussed
kidnapping Kissinger and demolishing heating systems. But
they deny flatly that discussions constituted conspiracy by
any reasonable definition of that, rather vague charge.

An impressive array of attorneys is defending the case.
Father Berrigan's chief counsel is Ramsey Clark, who was
attorney general of the United States when Father Berrigan,
his brother, Jesuit Fattier Daniel Berrigan. and seven other

Catholics were prosecuted at Catonsville. For the first time
in anyone's memory, a former attorney general responsible
for imprisoning a defendant is confronting the incumbent
attorney general, John Mitchell, in a new prosecution.

Francis Xavier Gallagher, attorney for Baltimore's
Cardinal Lawrence Shehan. represents Father Joseph
Wenderoth. The cardinal has personally stood bail for Father
Wenderoth and for another of the defendants. Father Neil
McLaughlin, also of Baltimore.

Paul O'Dwyer, former Democratic candidate for
governor of New York; Leonard Boudin, a noted civil rights
lawyer also defending Daniel Ellsberg, who leaked the
Pentagon Papers: and Father William Cunningham, S.J.. one
of the country's leading canon lawyers, are among the others
appearing for the defense in the Harrisburg case.

DEFENSE LAWYERS feel that the conspiracy charges
are a hodgepodge of unrelated allegations thrown together to
confuse the issues. They assert that the whole case, which
came to light first in November, 1970, when FBI chief. J.
Edgar Hoover, named both Berrigans as leaders of a
conspiracy to kidnap Kissinger and blow up the federal
heating plants, was propelled by a government agent
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provocateur who was also a convict at Lewisburg. They
further charge that the affair has been carried along by
series of highly irregular grand jury proceedings that havl
resulted in two indictments.

The first one, in January, 1971, named Father Daniel
Berrigan as a co-conspirator, but not as a defendant; the
superseding one, handed down last April., excludes Father
Daniel altogether — but introduces the assorted allegations
about assaults on draft boards.

The government has been very tight-lipped about the
case; the defense counsel are under court orders not to
discuss government witnesses with the press.

But defense lawyers feel that the government's approach
is a carefully calculated plan to discredit and silence leaders
of the Catholic peace movement in this country, most
especially Father Philip Berrigan.

Diocesan papers cited
for 'great contribution9

NEW ORLEANS - (NO - Bishops at-
tending the third annual Bishops Com-
munications Institute feel that there is not
enough support tor the diocesan newspaper
because people do not fully understand the
contribution it is making to the local Church.

"Our paper does a good job," one bishop
told NC News, "but most people don't realize
the great job I hey are doing under adverse
circumstances. They need more support."

During the discussions it was pointed out
thai diocesan newspapers carrying NC News
stories were responsible for raising a great
deal of money for special Church causes such
as tin1 Campaign for Human Development.
Catholic Relief Services, and many other
projects.

"Those dollar contributions are easy to
pinpoint," Richard M. Guilderson Jr., di-
rector of NC News. said.

"Rut no one will ever be able to add up
all the contributions the diocesan paper has
made to local Church causes or campaigns.

"Most bishops and pastors throughout
the country realize how effective diocesan
papers are in keeping their people informed.
Recently, in the largest parish in one arch-
diocese, the pastor, the parish council and
the parishioners voted overwhelmingly for
every family to get the paper and have the
parish treasury pay for it. Most pastors and
parishioners don't realize what a bargain
they are getting. It's more inexpensive to
send the diocesan paper into every home in
the parish than it is to pay the janitor's ex-
penses, the gruundskeeping expenses, or the
heating bill. In most parishes it is even
cheaper to send the paper into every home
than it is to pay the salary for one lay teacher
to work with 40 to 50 students."

Guilderson said even though most
bishops and pastors recognize the im-
portance of diocesan papers, lay people tend

to take it for granted.
"EVEN" THE U.S. Catholic readership

study of priests throughout the country
shows that many more priests read their
diocesan paper than the daily paper in their
area," Guilderson said.

The U.S. Catholic survey also showed
that most priests felt the diocesan paper was
indispensable. According to the magazine's
survey, more than 80 percent of the priests
said the diocesan paper is needed.

Auxiliary Bishop Walter J. Schoenherr of
Detroit said the role of the diocesan news-
paper is an important one in communicating
to the people of a diocese.

"I would like it somehow to correlate
with diocesan education programs," he
added.

Bishop Schoenherr said this is being at-
tempted in his area through a more
thorough explanation of the Church through
the archdiocesan newspaper, The Michigan
Catholic. The paper won a first prize in last
year's annual Catholic Press Association
awards for its efforts in using the religious
education series, Know Your Faith, to create
more readership and circulation. The series
is produced weekly by NC News and appears
in 89 diocesan papers throughout the country.

THE VSCC Communications Committee
chairman, Bishop John May of Mobile, Ala.,
told NC News that his diocesan paper. The
Catholic Week, aids him in communicating
with his people because he does a weekly
column.

"I can get lots of ideas across in a more
direct and informal way." he said.

"Our people also feel much more free to
respond to my column than they would to
answer a sermon or pastoral letter. There is
considerable feedback in letters to our paper
and to me personally as I move around the
diocese."

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We need best of old
and new in spirituality

Some atheists used to explain their lack

of faith by saying they spent too long
watching Christians. In less tolerant days,
we'd jump to brush that off as a lame excuse.
Today we realize there is some truth in it.

The so-called "practical" atheist
explained his position by saying he could not
find in the lives of believers genuine
evidence of their faith. The gap between
what they held and what they did was too
broad tor him to cross.

His litany of complaints was long — the
politician who used his religion tor votes, the
faithful Sunday worshipper who specialized
in graft or infidelity, the clergyman who
preached on Christian patience and humility
but did not control Ins temper or ambition,
the ordinary layman who accepted the la w of
love of neighbor but on his way to Church
could walk through dismal slums with
hungry, diseased, lonely people in evidence
and not feel the least compassion or
responsibility. And so on and on.

This is old hat, of course, I mention it
only because it illustrates from the outside
view of the Church how contradictory the
"old" spirituality could appear. Then he
went through the "externals" of Christian
living — seemingly they kept the law, as
Christ said the Pharisees did. The story is
told of a notorious gangster, seriously ill in a
hospital, who refused to eat chicken, piously
explaining to the nurse. "I never break the
Friday law."

THE AVERAGE PERSON was indeed
serious about remaining free from mortal
sin. If lie fell, hod find the confessional line.
If he "lived" in sin over a long period, he still
hoped for a deathbed conversion.

The Truth

of the Matter

Unfortunately the visible contradictions
diverted attention from the genuine old
spirituality of so very many. Ihe non-
publicized love of God and neighbor the
admirable zeal of many men and women in
missionary, parish or school activity, the
selfless, reverent, wholesome atmosphere of
many parents infused in their homes.

Today we are in a different world. There
is a "new" spirituality which stresses man's
love of neighbor and strongly influences
many spiritual, social programs in his
behalf. It has root in personal freedom and
responsibility and seeks less dependence on
law and authority.

It seeks to get away from the motive of
fear and to shape one's Christian life more on
the motive of love. It is also strong on
emotions and feelings, and therefore tends
strongly towards a subjective altitude
towards life and its problems. Prayer and
the Sacraments are important, but not in the
same forms of the past nor perhaps always
for the same reasons.

ALL OF THIS, when genuine, that is.
when oriented to both God and man. can
surely lead to holiness in our complex world.
Such a program of Christian growth and
maturity can be founded on the Gospel be-
cause it combines prayer, penance, love of
God and neighbor, the perpetual quest of
virtue, and thus in essence is linked to the

spirituality of the past.
Unfortunately, the counterfeit is often

more visible than the genuine. Caricatures of
the so-called new spirituality abound. The
novelty seekers, the shallow minded, the
spiritual butterflies, the tireless non-
conformists have given their interpretations.
What comes out turns off most Christians
and causes many to dig more deeply into the
security of the past and cancel out the new
opportunities for growtli in holiness.

For instances, many are so taken up with
man now that God is out of the picture. This
sounds ridiculous, of course, in discussing
Christian spirituality, but it is true. Francis
Jeanson in "The Faith of the Unbeliever."
says that Christianity can still have a future,
if it does away with God; that is. reduce
itself to a certain style of relationships
between men.

This is often called socialistic humanism
or horizontaiism. God is ignored. And some
Christians Jiave drifted into the trap. Maybe
they began by feeling it was no longer
necessary to pray, since their work for
neighbor was a kind of prayer. The liturgy
can be dispensed gradually too, because it
gives no evidence of "concrete results" for
one's neighbor.

THE FACT THAT the Eucharistic
sacrifice primarily offers worship, praise,
adoration to God is passed over. Monica
Baldwin, who a generation ago wrote a
sensational book about leaving the convent,
said several years ago that she and Charles
Davis had the same problem — "neither of
us was sufficiently clamped on to God in
prayer."

Breaking firmly with these pillars of the
past, it is quite easy to breathe deeply the
intoxicating air of emancipation which is
blowing so strongly across the world. If God
is drifting away from one, one necessarily
depends upon one's self. Andthis tendency to
be subjective is turned on.to teachings of the
Church. This helps explain why some who
still insist they are Catholics deny
fundamental truths like the Trinity, the
Resurrection and Divinity of Christ. This is
the way they "feel" about it. The objective
standard, that is, the Church's authority, is
by-passed.

Some have lost the faith, perhaps
unconsciously at first, by flirting
dangerously with secularism. I think it was
Danielou who claimed that secularism
means the civilization of tomorrow will not
have room for God or for the sacred.
Teilhard de Chardin spoke a few words
which, if heeded, could serve as a life line for
those who have fallen overboard for man. He
said, "the more man becomes man, the more
he will feel the need to adore."

Let's hope the pendulum swings back
soon. We need the best of the old and the new
in a spirituality that can make the Holy
Spirit more real to us and enable os all to
grow simultaneously in Jove ot Gad and
neighbor.

attitudes. What is needed in this situation are
more service programs such as Birthright.,
now in 60 American cities, offering multiple
supports in the form of counseling, adoption
referrals, financial aid, employment,
medical care, day care, and friendship.

The second point that the pro-abortion
group makes is that the unwanted child will
be a battered child. Again, latest scientific
evidence does not support their argument.

After analyzing 13,000 child-beating
cases in all 50 states, the most extensive
research ever conducted on child abuse in

the United States reached some very
surprising conclusions. Dr. David G. Gil of
Brandeis University found that child abuse
could be traced to the widespread accep-
tance in America of the use of physical force
in child-rearing and discipline. In many
instances, their own parents used corporal
punishment on them, and this is what they
remember.

It is not thai the parents are mentally
disturbed, or that, the child is unwanted or
unloved. It is much more a question of what
society considers acceptable discipline, and
the measure of self-control that one has over

one's violent tendencies.
THE REMEDY for child abuse lias

nothing to do with abortion. What is
demanded is a radical change in the
underlying value system that permits
abusive striking ol children, as well as laws
against corporal punishment in homes,
schools, juvenile courts, and child-care
facilities.

This brings us to our last consideration
— the handicapped child. The pro-abortion
argument says that life is tough enough
without being born crippled or mentally
retarded. They argue that if a woman knows

in advance that there is a good possibility her
child will be born defective, then she should
he allowed an abortion,

HOWEVEJt, one must acknowledge the
strain on families who care for their handi-
capped children. In some cases, the handi-
capped child will be a financial and
emotional burden. While this is a legitimate
argument fur immediate and sustained
public and private support, in these families,
it should noi take precedence over the right
to be born.

School aid
is an issue

HELENA, Mont. - (NO
— The battle over govern-

t aid to parochial schools
expected to come to a

boil again in Montana as 100
delegates to the state consti-
tutional convention gathered
here in mid-January.

The convention, which
may last up to three months,
started Jan. 17, a decade after
discontent over a variety of
constitutional ailments help-
ed Montanans to decide that,
constitutional revamping is
necessary.

Montana is one of the ex-
ceptions in the list of many
states that now provide paro-
chial schools with aid, such as
busing, textbooks, hot
lunches, and health care.

Part of the reason is the
rather strict language of the
state's 82-year-old constitu-
tion, which forbids public aid
"directly or indirectly" to
church schools.

The Montana Catholic
Conference plans to ask the
convention for a change based
on the broader provisions of
the U.S. Constitution: "Cong-
ress shall make no law
respecting an establishment
of religion, or prohibiting the
free exercise thereof."

The federal Constitution,
as interpreted by the Su-
preme Court prohibits
"unsound entanglement" of
Church and State, but the
Montana constitution is even
stricter and denies possible
federal benefits to children of
the state, the Catholic Con-
ference declares.

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Many cries for help come
over Drug Information line

"f think my 17-year old is using drugs.
Hew can I help him? What can I da?" This is
the frequent cry which Sister Loretta Bentz,
O.P., director of the Archdiocetan Drug
Education Center, hears on the Drug
Information Line, 445-0000.

Or it may be a telephone conversation with
questions concerning the effects of various drugs,
sources of help and available treatment.

Many of the 100 calls corning into the center each
week are from individuals concerned about loved ones
who have in many cases become irresponsible,
paranoid and violent, and whose drug habit has resulted
in a complete change of personality.

NOW IN HER third year at the center, at 266
Palermo Ave.. Coral Gables. Sister Loretta's work is
principally concerned with counseling drugabusers and
their parents. She also lectures to community groups
on Ihe critical problem of drug dependency and how to
cope with the growing crisis.

"This is a screening center where we acquaint
people with resources in the area. Some extreme cases
need psychiatric or psychological assistance," said
Sister Loretta. •'Others need hospitalization for organic
damage. Those using hard-core drugs iopiates) are
referred to rehabilitation or treatment centers.

The most vulnerable ages for drug use are 17 and
18. though the past year has brought a frightening
number of 13 and 14-year-olds to our attention," she
said. "College students seem to be letting up. claiming
that they have seen too manv of their friends ruined.
However, people of all ages and from every income
bracket'" have been exposed to drugs.

"GROUP THERAPY sessions are held each
Tuesday and Thursday evening at the center." said
Sister Loretta. The sessions have attracted as many as
45 participants. Besides the direction of a psychologist,
group meetings have the advantage of participants
convincing peers that drug use is not the answer to
their problems, she added.

Included on (he center's staff is a doctor, a
clinical psychologist, volunteer counselors, social
workers and an attorney. Dr. Ben Sheppard is
executive director of the center.

"He loves the young and is much loved by them."
said Sister Loretta. "He spends several hours each
rvening assisting them with every tvpe of problem."

ASKED ABOUT the beneficial results the center
has had. Sister Loretta said. "We feel 30 per cent

success is significant, realizing that follow-up is often
impossible. Drug users prefer no luture contact that
would identify them with such a problem."

The drug dependent individual seeks physical and
psychological help. Assistance in overcoming his habit,
facing problems, achieving personal acceptance and
adjusting to society become essentially a reeducation
of the whole man, the family and the community, the
Sister said. Reasons for the drug epidemic were cited
by the soft-spoken, dark-haired Sister. She singled out
some of them: a loss of ideals and purpose in life,
escape from pressures and tensions, rebellion, family
problems, curiosity and most especially peer pressure.

TOWARD PREVENTIVE education, the center
offers a file of current publications and research
reports that anyone may come in and use. The staff
also visits homes where 12 or more couples are
assembled to discuss the problem. The abused drugs,
now well known, said Sister Loretta. are marijuana,
hallucinogens, amphetamines, barbiturates, and opium
derivatives.

Other than seeing drug dependents respond to
treatment and persuasion at the Drug Education
Center. Sister Loretta added. "It is a truly
compensating joy to be able to help the desperate soul
at the other end of the telephone line who has no one to,
talk to and knows nowhere to go. "

An abortion bill
smacks into a wall

LANSING, Mich. - (NCI
— Proponents of a permissive
aborlion law in Michigan
have suffered a severe blow
to efforts to get the contro-
versial measure through the
House of Representatives in
the 1,972 session of the
legislature.

The House voted 69-28
against a move to attach the
Senate-approved abortion
measure to a proposed
revised state criminal code.
The defeat Jan. 18 forced the
abortion bill back to the
House parliamentary table,
where it had been languishing
since it was reported out of
committee last July.

The state Senate ap-'
proved Ihe measure in March
1971 but two efforts to gain
House passage have tailed.
Observers here feel the issue
is politically dead for this ses-
sion of the legislature unless
an effort is made to place the
law before the people of
Michigan, should a sputtering
referendum petition drive
fail.

Representatives voting
against the latest move
ini'liulod legislators who are
opposed to widening
Michigan's current law and
those who felt it should not he
atiiichod to the criminal code.

Thf Senate-approved bill
would permit abortions for
anv reasons in the first 90

days of pregnancy to a wo-
man who has lived in
Michigan at least 90 days be-
fore the operation.

Michigan law now
permits abortions only to
save the mother's life.

Train married

men as deacons
SAN JUAN, Puerto Rico

— (NO — The bishops of
Puerto Rico have begun train-
ing men to be married dea-
cons to alleviate a shortage of
priests.

The Four dioceses on the
island have 670 priests for 2.6
million Catholics, or one for
about 4,000 — one fourth the
supposedly ideal proportion.

Bishop Alfredo Mendezof
Arecibo, who pioneered the
training effort, believes other
areas in Latin America feel
the same pinch.

"We will need some
100,000 priests in Latin
America for the year 2,000 but
will never get them." he said.

His estimate is borne out
by figures released by the
Latin American Bishops'
Council iCELAMj, predicting
that by the year 2,000 half the
world's Catholics will be in
Latin America, and that it is
unlikely that the region's cur-
rent level of 47,800 priests will
grow at the same pace.

'There's real love here'
-and happiness and hope

How does one new arrival at Genesis
House, a home for drug independent girls,
feel about the place?

"There's real love here," she said
summing up. "There's no sticking up for, or
fronting for, your best friend.

"I can see where you're finding
happiness in something other than drugs.
You have created other things to make you
happy. I'm very happy here."

Presently, 10 high school age girls are
living in the facility, which relocated from
Miami Beach to Perrine some two months
ago. The House is operated in conjunction
with the St. Luke Methadone Center,

although no Methadone is used at Genesis
House.

TWO live-in social workers spend all
their time with the girls. Miss Sharon Ally
has held the position for almost two years,
while Stephanie Hirsch arrived some seven
months ago. The two youthful, modly-
dressed workers enjoy their work.

"The population is pretty stable," Miss
Ally said, adding that there is a "constant
phasing out going on." When is a girl ready
to leave? According to Miss Hirsch, there's
no set time, but rather an indescribable
moment. "It's a point where you have a
feeling of knowing yourself, a gradual
learning and phasing out."

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For most of the girls, the phasing out
comprises longer weekend visits, less
restrictions around the House and going job-
hunting. Many, although, continue to live at
the House even after they've gotten jobs.

For the girls who are interested,
teachers from the Dade County School
system, come several times a week to give
instruction. All the girls have certain
household chores a couple days a week and
each has individual duties, such as washing
cars, windows or changing bed linen.

OFTENTIMES they can be seen out
shopping together or on their way to the
beach. Currently, they're planning a car-
wash and are sponsoring a sale of some of
the furniture in the old House in order to buy
some needed new furniture. Asked what they
needed most, one girl replied "we always
could use donations of food and meat," and
most of all. "we really need a clothes dryer,
and old books."

Typical of most situations where several
people are living together, conflicts among
the girls exist, but they, the girls and the
social workers, use these conflicts to help
each other over problem spots. A couple of

afternoons a week a group therapy session is
held in the living room.

The girls, attired in blue jeans and
stretch tops, sprawl out on the throw rug or
the couches and discuss problems and
frustrations.

WITH an occasional leading question by
one of the social workers, the girls carry
most of the conversation themselves,
keeping it low key. At times, the room rocks
with laughter, and the next moment the
burbling of oxygen tube in the fish tank atop
the television set is all that can be heard.

Jnstea of beating around the proverbial
bush, the giris are honest and open about
their comments, not afraid to express
resentment at someone's unkindness or
neglect, or to admit jealousy.

Talk ranges from one girl's search for a
job and what a job means to her. mutual
friends "out in the streets" to a critique of
new arrivals. {

"To say they help each other infers a
leaning or dependency on each other, which
isn't necessarily so. They're here of their
own free will, and the doors are always open
if they decide to leave," Miss Ally added.

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Concern about
Communion

At a November meeting in Washington
our American bishops agreed that the press
— religious and secular — should be ad-
mitted into its ordinary general sessions held
once or twice a year. This represents a
curious development.

When the question originally arose, two
years ago, bishops gave the proposal a

jajority approval, but not the needed two-
irds approbation; on a second try months

later, sentiment had changed significantly
and the repeated proposition didn't even
pass, much less secure the necessary plural-
ity. Last fall's endorsement of this measure,
therefore, indicates a substantial shift in
attitude back to and beyond the original
position.

THAT SAME National Conference of
Catholic Bishops (NCCB) considered the
liturgical question of Communion in the hand
at its November, 1970, meeting. A majority
said "Yes," this practice (approved by the
Vatican if the national assembly of bishops
agree) should be permitted as an option in
the United States. However, since the
proposal failed to achieve two-third's ac-
ceptance, the matter was dropped. I think
the issue now should be reconsidered by the
NCCB because of these reasons:

1. Current practice in the United States.
I have not in four years seen a single person
extend the hand to take or receive our Lord
in Holy Communion at either a suburban
Washington church or our upstate New York
parish. Every communicant has followed the
traditional method of folded hands, closed
eyes and outstretched tongue. For priests
and laity in such areas land I presume these
two typify some, perhaps most American
parishes), Communion in the hand is
obviously not a burning issue.

But both my contact with individuals
around the nation and personal experience in
widely separated regions confirm it is a
common procedure and a critical problem in
many sections. For example, at regional and
national liturgy and religious education
conventions in Boston, Miami and San Fran-
cisco during the past four months alone I
have watched countless individuals approach
the priest and either snatch the host from
him or hold out cupped hands expecting the
celebrant to place the consecrated bread in
them.

THESE were not wild, "underground,"
rebellious Catholics, but concerned, in-
formed, and responsible leaders, a majority
of whom serve in official diocesan or parish
leadership capacities. Yet they were acting
contrary to Church law in the United States.

The confusion and harm which results when
law and life seem so far apart should be
obvious, especially since by visiting Canada
or flying to Belgium, France, and Germany
one may legitimately do abroad what is pro-
hibited at home.

2. Development of new altar breads. Fa-
ther Richard Lenarz, the diocesan liturgical
commission chairman from Madison. Wis.,
recently made this observation: If the
Church seeks to develop more substantial
hosts which, while still unleavened, by color,
taste, and texture look like real food or bread
(exact phrases from Vatican documents), it
almost presumes Communion will be dis-
tributed in the hand. After extensive and
careful experimentation, I think we have
finally succeeded in producing altar breads
of this type here at Holy Family i They can be
distributed with relative ease on the tongue,
but to place them in the communicant's hand
would be easier, more hygienic and equally
reverent.

3. Danger in the present situation. What
has begun to trouble me about this is the
awkwardness involved, the sloppy, casual,
almost irreverent approach which seems to
result from the current dilemma. Sensitive,
taw conscious priests don't -wish to
embarrass those who extend their hands for
Communion, but neither do they enjoy
violating the directions of bishops. More-
over, the snatching of a host from (.lie cele-
brant before he can say "Body of Christ" —
an unfortunately frequent occurrence — 1
find personally offensive and liturgically
unsound.

HOWEVER, both our national and dio-
cesan liturgy offices have their hands tied
and are powerless to formulate an instruc-
tion program, a catechesis which could
explain the what, why and how of Com-
munion in the hand, until it is authorized. The
Federation of Diocesan Liturgical Com-
missions, aware of this and in a disappointed
reaction to the earlier vote, simply observed
that failure to approve of the practice as an
alternative has left unresolved a real pas-
toral problem.

i. Retention of the old with permission
for the new. Roman directives and the Amer-
ican proposal in no way compel every Cath-
olic to adopt Communion in the hand. If ap-
proved for the United States, individual com-
municants would always be free to receive
our Lord upon the tongue in the manner
customary over the past centuries. But, if
the proposition is resubmitted and gains a
two-thirds majority, then those who prefer
the apparently new, but actually ancient
method would likewise enjoy the freedom
within the law they seek.

Why Christians
are baptized

"What must we do, brothers?" "You
must repent, and every one of you must be
baptized in the name of Jesus Christ" (Acts
2.331.

Obviously Christian life begins with
laiih. But from the first days of Christianity,
conversion, repentance and even faith were
noi enough. Tlie newly converted believer
had to let himself be baptized. "Sirs, what
must I do to be saved?" the jailer atPhilippi
asked Paul. "Believe in the Lord Jesus and
vou will be saved" was the answer (Acts 16,
301 ). So "they preached the word of the Lord
t» him . . . and he was baptized then and
there with all his family' (Acts 16, 32f.).

WHY IS THIS? Doesn't God read the
heart (Acts 15, 8)? Isn't ours the new
" worship in spirit and in truth" (John 4,231?
Yes. But it is also a worship by human
beings., creatures of flesh. You must believe
in vour heart that God raised Jesus from the
dead "and you must confess with your lips
that Jesus is Lord" (Romans 10, 9f.).

"Jesus is Lord" was the public
confession of belief they made at Baptism.
That one phase stands for the facts that be-
lievers acknowledge, even though no one else

can see them. The fact that Jesus' sell-
sacrificing death was the one perfect
galeway to life. The fact that an unjust death
at an unfair age does not spoil a life, but
glorifies it, when accepted out of love and in
submission to God's will. The fact that one
can take another's suffering on oneself and
save both in the process. The fact that God is
the master of this world, evil cannot triumph
in the end, the worst things we can imagine
happening to us will not come for our harm
but only for our good. Christ loves us enough
to deliver Himself for us (Eph. 5, 2). God
loves us enough to give His only son so that
those who believe in Him may not perish, but
may have everlasting life (John 3,17).

This is what Paul explains in brief in the
same letter to the Romans: "We were
baptized into union with Christ Jesus . . .
baptized into union with His death. By our
baptism we were buried with Him and
shared His death, in order that just as Christ
was raised from death by the glorious power
of the Father, so also we might live a new
life" (Romans 6, 3D. All that happened to
Christ can happen to us too. Not only
suffering and death, but also resurrection.
This is what Christians believe, and what
they show by being baptized.

"EXPERIMENTATION is a part of every child's life
as he progresses to maturity." In his
liturgy article, Father Cham pi in suggests
experimentation has a place in the Church also.

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The first concern—orthodoxy
VATICAN CITY - (NCl ~ Orthodoxy is the "first

concern" of the Church, Pope Paul VI declared.
"The teaching Church does not invent its doctrine," he

told a general audience Jan. 19.
"To those who urge it to make its faith easier, more in

keeping with the tastes of the changing mentality of the
times, the Church replies with the Apostles 'rvon possumus' —
we cannot"

The Pope warned against regarding Revelation as "an
evolution that is still continuing, changing itself and sur-
passing itself."

He said that God's Revelation to men ended with the
apostolic age, and added:

"The word of God, finally, is for us the Incarnate Word,
the historical Christ and then the Christ. living in the
community joined to Him through faith and the Holy Spirit, in
the Church, that is His Mystical Body.

"That is the way it is, beloved children. In so affirming,
our doctrine detaches itself from the errors that have cir-
culated and still flourish in current culture.

"These errors could totally ruin, our Christian concept of
jfe and of history. Modernism represented the characteristic

expression of these errors, and under other names it is still
current."

(The term "Modernism" was attached to a broad gamut
of approaches to religion in the early part of this century that
were said to undermine the objective validity of religious
beliefs and practices. Modernists held that existence of a
personal God cannot be demonstrated, the Bible is not
inspired, Christ is not divine, nor did He establish the Church
or institute the sacraments. Pope St. Pius X, who condemned
it as heresy in 1907, linked it with agnosticism and an
indiscriminate evoJutionism.)

Pope Paul continued:

"We can then understand why the Catholic Church, today
and in the past, attaches such importance to the strict
preservation of authentic revelation. We can understand why
the Church regards revelation as an inviolable treasure. And
we can understand why the Church has such a stern
consciousness of its basic duty to defend and transmit the
doctrine of the faith in unequivocal terms.

"Orthodoxy is its first concern, pastoral magisterium its
primary and providential function."

BORN of. noble parents at
Aquino, Italy, in 1226 A.D.. he
received his habit al Naples,
where he had studied. While
on his way to Paris, he was
seized by his brothers, who
held him in captivity for two
years in their castle of Rocca-
Secca.

While he was held in con-
finement there, his brothers
endeavored to entrap him into
sin, but the attempt ended in
the triumph of his purity. He
snatched a burning brand
from the hearth and drove
from his chamber the
wretched creature his
brothers had concealed there.

Then, marking a cross
upon the wall, he knelt down
to pray. Soon being in
ecstasy, he was girded with a
cord by an angel, in token of
the gift of perpetual chastity
which God had given him.

The pain caused by the
cord was so sharp that. St.
Thomas uttered a piercing
cry. which brought his guards
into the room. But he never
told this to anyone bul his
confessor, Father Raynald, a
short time before his death.

FINALLY, he escaped
and went to Cologne, where
he studied under Blessed
Albert the Great.

After that, he went to
Paris, where for many yeavs
he taught philosophy and
theology. The Church has al-
ways venerated his numerous
writings as a ireasure-house
of sacred doctrine.

In making him a Doctor
of the Church, the Church has
indicated that his science is
more divine than human. The
rarest gifts of intellect were
combined in him with the
lenderesl. piety.

To the words miraculous-
ly uttered as if from a
crucifix at Naples, "Well has
thou written concerning me,
Thomas. What shall I give
thee as a reward." he
replied:

"Naught save Thyself. 0
Lord."

St. Thomas died at Fossa-
Nuova in 1274 A.D. while on
his way Lo the General
Council ul Lyons, Vo which
Pope Gregory had summoned
him.

St. Thomas Aquinas is
commemorated in the Arch-
diocese of Miami by St.
Thomas Aquinas High School,
in Fort Lauderdale.

VATICAN CrW - (NCl

— Pope Paul VI denied thai
the cause of Christian ecu-
menism has come lo a halt.

The day before he was to
lake part in a unity prayer
service in Rome's Cathedral
of St. John Lateran, the Pope
told a noon-time crowd in St.
Peter's Square Jan. 23 that
the modern ecumenical
movement has filled Chris-
tians "with great visions and
great hopes."

These are "not dreams,"

lie said. "They arc graces
which we implore from God

Taking note of criticism
oi the present state of ecu-
menism, which many say is in
the doldrums after the high
point of the second Vatican
Council, Pope Paul maintain-
ed that "it is not true the
cause of ecumenism has now
come to a stop."

HE SAID that perhaps a
type of "'superficial ecumen-
ism" or one that tries to re-

solve the problems of Chris-
tianity merely by fusing reli-
gious beliefs has slowed
because it "neglects its (ecu-
menism's) real demands of
true faith and effective com-
m u n i o n . " Ecumenism
"founded on sincere study
and common prayer," he
said, continues to make
progress.

Brahman, the Hindu God
By FATHER JOHN T. CATOIR

(This is one in a series of articles on the history of
religion.)

The Hindu God is called Brahman, the Ultimate Reality,
and the only thing that can be said about him is that he is
unknowable. Any attempt to classify the Ultimate One is
grasping al mystery. God may or may not be a Person, or
three Persons, or a hundred Persons; may or may not be a
Creator, Father or Protector. He or She or It is simply
beyond human categorization. The Great One is infinite: the
Unsearchable One will never be known; the Ground of Being
•'before whom all words recoil" is mystery.

From this foundation of Hindu belief a rich, amost limit-
less variety of conceptions has developed concerning God's
nature. While the Hindus will say He is unknowable, they
quickly divide into sects which conceive ol Him in a
particular way. Some do, in fact, think of God as a personal
God and these name him Saguna Brahman. He is much like
the Christian conceptualization of God: loving, provident,
concerned about each and all in every moment of Ume.

OTHERS CONCEIVE OF GOD as Nirguna Brahman, an
infinitely remote, impersonal, aloof, uninvolved Being. For
all Hindus, Brahman is the Supreme Being, and all the sects
of Hinduism regard all religions of the world as partially true
in that each one sees one of the many faces of Brahman, but
none see the whole.

Each faith is merely an attempt on the part of man to
comprehend a particular aspect ol God. Thus the Hindu
respect for Catholicism as one approach is at the same time
mixed with a defiant resistance to the idea that any Church is
the one, true Church.

The more enlightened Catholic theologians and
missionaries have for a long time realized that the
missionary movement must accommodate itself to the Hindu
spirit rather than demand a complete accommodation to the
Church of Rome. Early missionaries from Portugal estab-
lished Christianity in India in such a way as to bring in Portu-

guese archilecture, customs and modei of piety. To become a
Christian an Indian had to become a foreigner, which explains
the low conversion rale in this country.

THE LIMITLESS expressions of the Great Brahman
include a Hindu Trinity. He manifests himself us Brahman,
the Creator, Vishnu, the Preserver, and Shiva, the Destroyer,
corresponding roughly lo our concept of Father, Son and Holy
Spirit. Shiva, the Deslroyer, controls all forces which bring
living things back lo the hidden-center soul of Ilio universe.
AH reality dies and is absorbed into Brahman. Bringing all
things back to God is also the work of the Sanrf ifier, the Holy
Spirit, in our own understanding of God. ^

Hinduism contains a tradition of many gods, or many
faces of Brahman without denying the undivided reality of
one World Soul Being central to the entire cornplcxus of
created reality. India is full of shrines and temples which are
inhabited by one or more of the Hindu pantheon of gods.
People come to the shrine not for congregaiional worship so
much as to visit the place where their god actually dwells.
And yet while acknowledging many gods and shrines, they
hold to the oneness of Brahman.

Oil the courts, they are the best ol friends. On the courts,
it's a little different story. The mutual friendship and
competitive enthusiasm began in 1954 when both Brother
Felix, basketball mentor at Pace High School, and Brother
Kevin, holding down the same post at Christopher Columbus
High, met each other at the Marist Juniorate, Esopus, N. Y.

The enthusiasm and rivalry between the two Marist
Brothers were very much in evidence during the Columbus-
Pace game last Saturday. Columbus won the meet by a close
score of 77-75. "The kids really wanted to win for us," said
Brother Kevin. And in their desire to win, 33 foul shots were
recorded for Columbus and 5(5 for Pace.

The game last week was the first time the two Marists
competed against each other as varsity coaches.

IT SEEMS AS IF the stars have destined these two
coaches io keep an eye on each other.

La vida de Marti esta toda empapada de
Crislianismo. Bautizado en la Iglesia del
Santo Angel, de La Habana, Marti se edueo
en el colegio "San Pablo" y fue su maestro
D. Rafael Ma. de Mendive, aquel que decia
que para formar buenos ciudadanos debia
"formar corazones religiosos por ser, en su
eoneepto. la base de todo progreso moral".
"Asi, decia, al regresar al hogar, los ninos no
seran una sombra que lo ofusque, sino una
estrella que lo ilumine". iDe aquel colegio
salio para iluminar los senderos de la
Independencia de Cuba la figura senera del

stol Marti! . . , Alii se formo el que mas
e habria de nutrir su inteligencia en las

obras de Santa Teresa a la que nombraba
mucho para recordar a los que odian, que
"solo el demonio no puede amar" . . . Otros
sacerdotes, los Padres Peijoo, Gracian y
Rivadeneyra nutrieron su vasta cultura.

( era Marti en su vida practica?
Veamos: va a despedirse de las hijas de
Sarda, el Catalan generoso que lo saco de las
canteras y les regala un Crieifijo hermoso,
"el Simbblo mas alto de la Fe Catolica:
Cristo en agonia". Y al escribir sobre los
horrores del presidio, exclama admoni-
toriamente: "!Ay de los pueblos que se
olvidan de Dios!" "iAy de los pueblos que
hacen llorar a Dios!"

Y frente a ios indiferentes sentencio
rotundamente: "DIOS EXISTE y si me
haceis alejar de aqui sin arrancar de
vosotros, la cobarde, la malaventurada
indifereneia, dejadme que os desprecie, ya
que no puedo odiar a nadie: dejadme que os
compadezca en nombre de MI DIOS."

Y el peregrino murio en Dos Rios: pero
vive en la eternidad, porque creyo en la
inmortalidad del alma y en la vida futura; y
afirmo: "Se debe tener fe en la vida que em-
pieza con la muerte . . . " "La vida humana
seria una invencion repugnante y barbara si
estuviera limitada a la vida en la tierra.
!No! La vida humana no es toda la vida. La
tumba es via, no termino". Y no solo creyo
en la vida eterna, despues de la muerte, sino

que C3!ifico severamente a quienes tratan de
matar esa fe, afirmando que "preocupar a
los pueblos exclusivamente en su ventura y
fines terrestres, es corrornperles."

Marti predico el amor y califico de

que son como un eco de la dulce oracion de
San Francisco: "Sefior, haz de mi un instru-
mentodetu paz. . . "

En peregrinar apostdlico predicando el

derecho a la libertad de su pueblo, su palabra
arrebatadora tiene "la elocuencia de la
Biblia" y afirma, aconsejando se lea el Libro
Santo, "que no piense que es hombre el que
no leyo la B i b l i a . . . "

En Mexico, evocando ta pagina gloriosa
de la Independencia, exclama ante la mul-
titud estremecida por su elocuencia: "iCon
el estandarte de la Virgen salimos a ia con-
quista de la libertad!" Y alii en Mexico,
donde existe el matrimonio civil, Marti se
casa por la Iglesia y, (resulta interesante,
para los sesudos escrutadores de cada frase
y de cada palabra de Marti, buscandole su
pensamiento filosofico) Marti jura que "es
catolico, apostolico y romano" y "que nunca
he sido excomulgado ni entredicho."

poison works on the mind.
The body will shut down hor-
ribly. There veil) come troth,
foam, hemorrhaging, convul-
sions, gurglesanddeath. But
it will come privately. So be
it.

STILL, THE COPS are
bothered by it all. But the
only thing they can do is
arrest the suicidals and,
being logical, they know this
means nothing.

Certainly, you can't go
rushing around opening
closed doors and grabbing
needles out of the hands of
young folk who are busily
trying to stab poison into
their bodies.

The problem is a very
simple one:

The young folk want to
kill themselves. They acci-

* dently . . . for one reason
' and another . . .have chosen

heroin.'
These are young people

who have come to hate them-
selves so cruelly that they
are desperately trying to
destroy that which they hate.
Them. Their bodies. Their
lives. Their minds.

That which seeks to end
life is called illness.

That which seeks to pre-
serve it is called health.

The more than 7,000
young folk of Dade County
are very sick people. They
have cancer of the "soul."
Their minds are trying to
destroy their bodies. Their
brain is one great, destruc-
tive tumor.

Fortunately, this tumor
can be cured.

The successful batting
average for this cancer of
the "soul" is about the same
as cancer of the body. It de-
pends on the extent o£ the
illness.

THERE IS the question
of how long the "soul" tumor
has been growing and how
deep it has infested the
desire to live. Like cancer of
the body, the soul cancer of
drug suicide requires skill,
training and great care for a
lasting cure.

But present systems of
society are not geared to re-
move 7,000 soul tumors in
Dade County. There are not
enough trained for the task.
There is not enough money
to pay them. There is not
enough concern and horror
(JJver the situation. That's the
way it is.

Again, sleep well.
Still no man can

sleep well knowing another
human is dying alone and

helpless of liver cancer. How
then can any one sleep well
over a young person dying of
soul cancer and drugs? If
we're Christian, we can't. If
we're human, we can't. That
is the nature of the faith.
God's children do not ignore
the anguish and terror of
their brothers.

THAT IS WHY a small
group of trained profes-
sionals are devoting their
lives to curing this cancer of
the soul and its tumor that
creates the wish to die.

The building where they
work is faded, worn and un-
impressive. No one would go
there if the building were a
bar, hotel, church, theater or
what-have-you. It's that bad.
It doesn't matter. More than
300 people do go there each
day.

THIS battered building
housing hope is called St.
Luke's Methadone Treat-
ment Center. It was created
in 1970 by Dr. Ben Sheppard
. . . one of the first in Dade
County brave enough to
make the fact of 7,000 daily
would-be suicides public and
stand up under the following
outrage of a society angry
because he revealed a
problem.

Dr. Sheppard doesn't
care about the collective out-
rage of social guilt. He cares
about the sick. He wants to
make them well. He smokes
his worn pipe and wears his
worn suits and looks at the
world through worn and
weary eyes. And no matter
the time of day or night, he is
ready to try and cut out the
tumor that is growing in
countless young souls.

You should take pride in
the fact that your /vrchdio-
cese supports this clinic
which enables Dr. Sheppard
and others to perform the
lonely task of healing the
young and the ill.

Without the help of your
Archdiocese, more than 300
young today would be hiding
behind closed doors stabbing
poison into their growing
bodies.

That's the truth of it.
Because of your Arch-

diocese and Dr. Sheppard,
they are being given a daily
dosage of Methadone . . . a
drug, less poisonous than
heroin, a drug they do not
have to steal, or sell their
bodies to get, a drug that
enables trained counsellors
to probe for the death-wish
tumor that lies in their
minds and souls.

Your Archdiocese is
helping.

That should make you
sleep a little better because
you are Christian, you are
Catholic, you are a member
of the Archdiocese and you
do care about the anguish of
your fellow man.

Sleep well. then.
Oh, yes.

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Criticism that boggles the mind The
Church 72

There are not very many American Catholics who can
claim the title of "distinguished scholar." There are even
fewer who stand at the top of their own professional dis-
cipline. But one of those is Father Raymond Brown of Union
Theological Seminary, whose commentary on St. John's
Gospel has produced awed respect throughout the world.

When I read in the papers recently that Father Brown had
given a lecture on the "Infancy Narratives of the Gospels of
St. Matthew and St. Luke," I wrote and asked him for a copy'
of his lecture, since I have grown very interested in New
Testament studies in the last few years.

Father Brown's paper, to be published shortly in "The-
ological Studies," is a model of careful, cautious, scholarly
balance. He approaches the difficult and delicate question of
the Virgin Birth in a way that can only be described as a
model of sober and responsible restraint. Father Brown
neither turns away from tough questions nor panics in the
[ace oi them.

I THEREFORE WAS ASTONISHED, to see that he was
vigorously attacked by a number of writers in the Catholic
press. Paul HaUel dismisses him as an "Ultra Liberal" and a
"Modernist" and compares him with Herod. Frank Morriss
suggests that he is guilty of "falsehood and ignorance," and
Msgr. Joseph Baker, himself a theologian, contends that the
suggestions Father Brown makes "must be rejected by those
who take the premise of the Roman Catholic Church
seriously."

Since Frank Morriss sometime ago denounced Hans
Kung's book on infallibility before it was published, I found
myself wondering whether all three of the columnists might
be judging Father Brown's article without having read it.

I inquired and discovered that none of the three had asked

Father Brown for copies of his paper. Since the article has not
been published yet, it seems safe to assume that the only way
you can get the paper is from the author.

Thus, unless the three columnists have had access to the
paper without Father Brown's knowing about it, one can
reasonably conclude that, they have condemned him without
reading the article.

The mind, as the saying goes, boggles. A man is dis-
missed as a Herod and a "Modernist" without even bothering
to read his article. He is accused of falsehood and ignorance
without the accuser even knowing what he really said. From
Morriss and Hatlet one might not be surprised, but what can
be said about Msgr. Baker? Is it his custom to make critical
judgments in the editorial page of "The St. Louis Review"
about the work of a professional colleague without reading
that colleague's work? How could he have possibly said any-
thing about Father Brown's paper or even mention him in an
editorial without first reading the paper?

Father Brown is not reluctant to let people read the
paper. If Messrs. Morris^and Hallet or Msgr. Baker had asked
him I am sure they would have, had the paper by return mail.
Apparently, all three columnists had made up their minds on
the basis of news stories and didn't want to be bothered with
the facts.

One hardly need say that their behavior is uncon-
scionable.

BUT FT IS NOT ALL THAT UNUSUAL. I have long since
taken it for granted that Catholic columnists, editorial
writers, and book reviewers would denounce my work
without reading it. Yet I am, for reasons that escape me, a
controversial character. I was not surprised, for example,
when a prominent liberal editor wrote about the "Education
of Catholic Americans" in a fashion that made it absolutely
clear he had not read the report. When I challenged him on

the matter, he admitted that he was writing more about my
"general position" on Catholic schools.

Fair enough. I have been in the kitchen long enough to
know that I don't have the right to be judged on what I say but
must accept judgment on what people think I say (or, better,
on what they know I really think). But Father Brown is a
mild, moderate, inoffensive person — and a much more dis-
tinguished scholar than I'll ever be. Surely he deserves a
hearing before he is condemned.

But he won't get one. The temper of the times in Amer-
ican Catholicism is that people are guilty until proven in-
nocent, and they cannot prove themselves innocent — unless
they are Catholic "radicals," and then they are innocent even
after they are proven guilty.
