Gracida, was dead on arrival at St. Mary
Hospital following a heart attack on the
retreat house grounds. He was 73.

Funeral services for the Bishop, who
came here shortly before Christmas, were

A NATIVE of Brooklyn, N.Y., Bishop
Olwell professed his vows as a Passionist in
1916 and following his ordination in 1923 went
to Hunan China, where he remained until the
takeover by the communists. After a seven-
year pastorate at St. Gabriel Monastic
parish in Brighton, Mass., he volunteered for
service on the Island of Mindanao, Philip-
pines, and in 1961 when the mission territory
was elevated to a prelature nullius he was
named first prelate of Marbel and was con-
secrated a bishop in the Marbel cathedral. -

Shortly after participating in sessions of
Vatican II he returned to the U.S. because of
failing health and growing loss of eyesight.
He resigned in 1969 and tpok up residence at
St. Michael Monastery.

Someone
sent me aclipping without mentioning the
author’s name, but it ties in well, I think,
with this theme of changing and remaining
the same.

“An American visitor, -surveying tig®:
ruins (of Rome), tries to imagine the
strength of the Roman empire at its peak, He
thinks about the great powers of today,
which have the force to destroy — in a single
stroke .— one quarter of the world's
population, a feat not accomplished since
Cain slew Abel.

““That he might recall that near the end
of his book on the Decline and Fall of the
Roman Empire, Edward Gibbon lists the
reasons for the dissolution of the political
force which for more than five centuries held
together the civilized world. -

‘“The reasons included excessive
spending by the government; unwillingness
of young men to take up arms to defend their
country; the spread of effeminacy, with
women acting and looking like men, and with
men acting  and . looking like women:

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Amnesty or no amnesty?

The demand for amrmnesty continues to-grow. There are
70.000 Americans abroad who refused to accept induction into

the armed services during the Vietnam war. Here at home

there are over 500 draft-resisters in jail and eight times that
" number under indictment.

When Cardinal Cushing pleaded several years ago for
amunesty for such men, the public generally turned a deaf ear.
Today amnesty is openty endorsed in the halls of Congress.

Senator Taft of Ohio, for example. has made an appeal
for amnesty. (He did not inclidde deserters, as he felt that

_their oath of service put them into a different problem area.)
Taft attached to- his plea, however, the condition that
resisters be allowed to return to civil life provided they serve
their country in some capacity for a period of three years.

I CONFESS I do not see the need for any such condition,
True, a case can be made for requiring resisters to serve the
national community during war time but I cannot see any
need for it when the war has ended. It seems like a half-
hearted attempt to punish the resisters in order to make retri-

tion to the 55,000 American men who were killed and the

(hundreds of thousands wounded. But the Vietnam war is a
colossal tragedy that cannot be atoned for by.a pointless
penalty such as a three-year term of public service. The blood
of these soldiers cannot be bought at such a cheap price.

Amnesty is an. old American tradition. Amnesty
proclamations were made by George Washington, John
Adams, Jefferson, Madison, Lincoln, Andrew Johnson and
Grant, after small wars or larger conflicts. More pertinent to
our own situation, President Truman pardoned some 1,523
men who had vxolated the Selective Service Act during World
War II.

Would that we could expunge forever the memory of this

sad and brutal war but it is-a fact of history, that cannot be.
done. There are however some lingering consequences of the
war that we should handle with compassion and a sense of
reverence for the human.persons.involved.. .. . Q’

First, there is the need to rebuild Vietnam and offer

medical care to the peasants who have been wounded.
Secondly, there are the American veterans of the war. They
deserve the best of careand employment commensurate thh
their abilities.

THEN THERE ARE the resisters to the draft act, caught
in the toils of a grossly inequitable piece of legislation.
{Roman Catholics who objected to this particular war, on the
basis of traditional Catholic teaching, could not be exempted
from military service. Their onlv choice was to violate their
consciences by accepting induction or obey their consciences
and refuse induction. )

*The Church in the Modern World™ (Part 2, Ch. 5, no. 78)
says that insofar as men are sinners, the threat of war hangs
over them “‘but insofar as they c¢an vanquish sin by coming
tagether in charity, violence itself will be vanquished . "
America has been racked by violence as a resuit of tensions
created by the war but we can.come together in' charity after
the war by granting amnesty to:those :who. refused -to
participate in this war. “Come home. all:if forgiven" is the
message of charity that will help pul! America together once
again.

President Nixon has said a verv definite “no” to any
pleas for amnesty. I suppose this is understandable at-this
time. Were he to promise amnesty, it is altogether probable
that the armed services would be thrown into chaos by the
multitude of men pleading for release from service on the
grounds of conscientious objection:ta the war.

I trust however that the Presu‘lent is reappramng the

World justice: lower Iiving’sfandard for us?

The Roman Synod’s document on World

Speaking to thousands in the new Vatican audience hall,
the Pope said that the possibility of man’s reaching a
knowledge - of . Ged exther by human reason or divine
revelation “is not easy.”?
‘““Even though religion is.profoundly rooted in the human
being, even though the aspiration to:God is rooted in the mind,
in the heart and in the feelings of man,’” he said, “it is not
easy to.satisfy this aspiration ... : God is at the summit of
desires, He is at the root of research, He is under a veil of
sensed immanence: But God remains a mystery. '
The Pope noted also that “‘religion, and even still more,
faith, is difficult, not only in itself but also through our fault.”
He explained that *‘we do not'uise our faculties in a satis-
factory way’  andtend to prefer instrumental and scientific

~progress. rather ‘than  ‘‘speculative knowledge and the

profound moral experience which generally serve as the path
toward religious life ., ... We have neglected the ways of
wisdom in order to run along the ways of science.”

The fact is, said the Pope, *‘modern mentality is content
with-the certainty and practical utility of its . . . scientific
reasoning at the expense of philosophical reasoning and the
search for truth along the paths of moral honesty.”

Pope meets Orthodox

ROME --.(NC) — Pope Paul VI and representatives of
--the Orthodox patriarch of Constantinople exchanged the kiss
of peace in a ceremony observmg the annual Week of Prayer
for Christian Unity.

In the 50-minute ceremony Jan. 24 at-St. John Lateran —
the Pope's cathedral in Rome -- Pope Paul said that it is
necessary for Catholics and Orthodox Christians to pray for
guidance “at. a moment when we will be asked by the grace of
God to take decisive steps, not only among ourselves but in
the entire Christian family inthe future which — with all our
hope — we desire to be close at hand,”

Joining with the Pope was a delegation sent to Rome by
Ecumenical ‘Orthodox = Patriarch  Athenagoras 1 of
Constantinople, led by Metropolitan Meliton of Chalcedon and
Metropolitan Damaskinos:

During - the ceremony the Pope and the Orthodox
churchmen exchanged the kiss of peace, recalling a similar

_embrace between Pope Paul and Patriarch Athenagoras in

Jerusalem in 1964,

Metropolitan Meliton, clad in robes trimmed in red and
gold; satto the left of the Pope, but below the steps of the
main altar of the basilica. The prayer service was conducted
in Latin, Greek and Italian. The Sistine Chapel Choir sang in
Latm alternating with a choir of Greek seminarians.

. An.a brief talk the Pope said: ‘“We are all Christians, We
fiave become through Baptism part of the Mystical Bady of
Christ, which is His Church . . . All of us have faith in Christ
the Lord and all expect through him to be forgiven, redeemed
and saved in the same vivifying and sanctifying Holy Spirit.
Behold, the basis has already been laid for that ecumenical
unity which we are ardently seeking,” :

Church law revision

VATICAN CITY — (NC) — Pdpe Paul VI says the

Church’s canon law has to be revised to show that it is at the

‘'service, ministry and:love” of Catholics and aims ati“‘the
defense of the human person.’

The Pope rejected arguments that canon law is no longer
relevant and should be thrown out to avoid juridicism. The
Pope expressed his thinking Jan. 28 at the annual audience
apening of the legal year of the Sacred Roman Rota, the high
tribunal of the Church which deals mainly with marrlage
cases,

Pope Paul challenged the attitude of some who argue that
canon law should be abolished bécause of its narrow
juridicism, or humanless legalism, *‘as if faulty expressions
of legislative activity in the Church were to justify reproval
and abolition of such an activity.”

Other criticism, he said, stems from ‘‘a certain abusive
interpretation of the recent (Vatican Ecumenical) council, as
if it had loosened the juridical and hierarchical bonds which
are essential in the Church.”” He said there also has been a
trend at all Church levels to introduce ‘‘most varied and, at
times, illogical innovations.”

While granting the need for “‘healthy reforms,” Pope
Paul noted that proposal of some innovations, “‘causes us
some apprehension regarding the possible inconsistencies
between these juridical innovations and the doctrines and
norms of the Church’s teaching.”

He said that canon law will have to be marked with pas-
toral concern *'in its formulation, .in its interpretation, in-its
implementation . . . but that pastoral note wiil have to
impress on the law of the Church a more human charactef
more manifestly aware of the charity that this law muy’
promote. and safeguard in the ecclesial community and‘in
relation to secular society.”

The revision of canon law, Pope Paul continued, must

‘keep in mind more clearly the nature of ecclesiastical law.

“‘that is. that of service, ministry and love, and which aims
explicitly at the defense of the human person and the
formation of the Christian toward commutity participation in
Catholic life.”

Disunity an obstacle

VATICAN CITY — (INC) — A big obstacle to Christian
unity is Catholic disunity, Pope Paul VI told crowds in St.
Peter’ sSquare Jan. 30.

*“Itis vain to hope that the separated brothers wz!l unite
themselves o us if we are in discord,”’ the Pope said. -

““Christian unity is a vain'hope,”" he continued, *‘if we our-
selves do not have esteem and loyalty for the unity which we
have the good fortune o possess and the duty to live and to -
bear witness to,”

Disunity among Catholics was unexpected . after the
Second Vatican Council, he said. He blamed such disunity on
audacious and powerful small minorities.

He exhorted everyone “to grow in the spirit of unity,”
which, he said, is *'not acquired through indifference for the
wholeness of the failh but rather exercised with charity;
especially toward the Church eommunity."’

“at Jackson Memorial Hospital,

“Maria, 1050 NE 125 St., is the only reha-

bilitation center in South Florida where
there are in-patients.

But the unique aspect -about the
nursing and rehabilitation center is its
~professional staff, said Joseph Spinelli.
administrator. The center is the only
~one of its kind which has a full-time reg-
istered therapist, 'a physiatrist, an
occupational therapist, a recreational
therapist and a social worker.

THE EQUIPMENT at Villa Maria
s the same which would be used in any
other rehabilitative program except for
a Hubbard Tank. ‘‘A sophisticated piece
of equipment,” said Spinelli, it is a full-
body emersion tank containing a
whirlpool of warm water. Chemicals are
mixed with the whirling: water to
provide relief for patients with arthritic
conditions. The Hubbard Tank helps
loosen the patient’s joints and allows
him to move his limbs more freely.

Spinelli described the occupational
therapist as one who works with the
~ patients’ smaller muscles, for instance,

the muscles in the fingers., The reg-
istered therapist works with the larger
muscles of the body, such as the leg
muscles. And the social worker works
“with the patient to achieve his social
rehabilitation.

THE PHYSIATRIST studies the
physical movement of the person under
care, He then sets the goals and objec-
tives to be attained and then prescribes
_ the specific therapy needed for
_rehabilitation.

- Noting that the Villa is not a home
- for retirees needing medical. attention,

- Spinelli said, “We are trying to take
people in for four to eight weeks;

rehabilitate -them, -and then:send them -

- home. We changed our policy about
 sevenmonthsago.”

The Villa now accepts patients from
hospitals.. Under the present medicare
program, he explained, a hospital has to
release a patient when it is determined
that intensive care is no longer needed.
But then there is the added problem that

the same person is in no -condition”to
manipulate for himself at home.

FORTY PER CENT of the patients
at the Villa are in the medicade cate-
gory, which ‘is a program requiring
public assistance. The state reimburses
the center $11 per day. It costs twice
that much for the 70 patients on' medi-
cade. Consequently, it costs Villa-Maria
$640 a day for its patients with an annual
debt from $225,000 to $250,000.

However, “There is no distinction
between the private patient or the medi-
cade patient,” said Spinelli. The center
is also nonsectarian.

. Completed in 1970, Villa Maria is
staffed and operated by the Sisters of
Bon Secours, a religious order dedicated
to the care of the sick, They are
financially responsible for the operatlon
of the center. Sister Helen Mary is
executive director.

“I feel this institution is supporting
the community,” said Spinelli. There-
fore, *‘the Villa is a commumtv T€-
sponsibility,” he added.

THE PHILOSOPHY OF restoration
and rehabilitation is the focus of ¢are
here,” said Sister Mary FElizabeth
MCGIlad, director of in-service educa-
tion at the center. “Individualized
rehabilitation just doesn’t happen, it
must be the goal towards which each
member of the center contributes. We
believe our greatest assets are our
human assets.’

Turning to the personnel at Villa
Maria, Sister Mary Elizabeth said, ‘‘Our
program is based on the fact that our co-
workers’ performance can be improved
through- a process of personal develop— -
ment.

OCCUPATIONAL therapist, Molly
Lesnick, helps a patient at Villa

Maria weave a blanket. Therapy
involving the use of the fingers helps
to strengthen them and coordinate
finger movement.

. “‘Our program emphasizes orienta-

‘tion to the job, skilled training, leader-
_ship and management development. Our
__coworkers are also encouraged to attend
~ seminars, workshops-and classes given
at the local colleges or sponsored by the
~d1fferent professional organizations.

“Throughout the' year,” 'she con-
inued, “mterdepartmental programs in
safety, - communication and inter-
_ personal relations are offered.’” Weekly
_ “patient-staff’’ conferences are held,
~ she added, to set up rehabilitation goals
~and - future discharge plans. for the
‘patients. "“Cooperatively, and on a col-
~league basis, we are striving to truly
extend Christ’'s work here at Villa
Maria,” Sister Mary Elizabeth said.

Spread gracefully across’
a -corner ~lot, St. Joseph's
Residence for the Aged is just
a‘stone's throw from a plush
Fort Lauderdale golf and
country club and only a few
blocks away from a shopping
center  complex. Surrounded
by well-manicured lawns and
gardens, St Joseph’'s Resi-
dence — where the average
age is 79 — contradicts the
usual ‘stereotype of .a home
for the aged where “‘old
peaple are - deposited, with
nothing to offer.”

Here, the: people enjoy
life. Walking around with the
occasional aid of a cane,
they're experiencing the joy
and " pride of growing old
among their contemporaries.
They don't spend their -days
and evenings staring at a bare
wall or knitting sweaters for
boring hours.on end.

BUT SUCH EVENTS of promise must be
known from more than hearsay. They must
be kept alive in the experience of the com-
munity so that all can participate in them
personally and know in their own lives the
promise for the future.

What we try to do constantly in the, e
Sacraments is to bring the day to day exper-
iences of our lives into the context of the
great events of promise of our Christian
heritage, so that we may reflect on the
events of our own lives so as to see them as
events of promise and as grounds of hope for
the future.

Many - very simple people who know

_ hardly any theology celebrate the Sacra-

That the Sacraments are acts of hope is
nowhere more evident than in the
celebration of the Sacraments of the sick and
the dying. In the anointing of the sick and in
the bringing of viaticum, the mystery of
death is confronted immediately and con-
cretely. The sacramental celebration places
the death of this individual within the context

of the death and Resurrection of Jesus and

confidently asserts that even death is seen as
an eveni of promise for the future.

Before I was ordained, I was-a teacher in
a midwestern high school. One of my tasks
was to supervise the daily Mass in .the
students' chapel. It was a challenging assign-
ment, several vears before Vatican II and
the liturgical changes.

One morning [ was taken by surprise. 1
noticed a senior stretched out on one of the
pews up near the front of the chapel. At first
I thought he was sick, but then I realized he
was just napping. My blood pressure rose
and I roughly ordered him out of the chapel.

In the corridor outside the chapel I angri-
ly lectured fim on disrespect for the Blessed
Sacrament. To'my chagrin he seemed to take
all of my words quite calmly and actually
locked somewhat amused at my - strong
feeling, Finally he smiled at me and said, 1
.. really can’t understand what you’re all
%orked up about. You seem upset because I

as sleeping during Mass. But you teachers
have never once during my four years here
50 much as showed me how to use a missal.”

THIS GAVE ME pause for a lot of
thought. We were insisting that each student
attend Mass at school each morning, but
were doing nothing to help deepen or en-
lighten their faith. For many the Mass was a
bore. There was no sermon, no singing. They
just had to -be there. And the reason was
simpe: the Sacraments are always effective,
they work .ex opere operato, always giving
grace.

Recent developments in the Church s

- understanding of the Sacraments. has con-

firmed the complaint of that bemused senior.
While continuing to assert that Christ acts
through the Church’s Sacraments to unite us
with Himself, to help. us live fuller, richer
lives, the Church balances that assertion
with the equally important fact that Christ
can do little unless there is genuine faith in
the person participating in the Sacrament.
While the Sacraments continue to be viewed
as “‘signs of grace” and ‘‘acts of Christ,”
they are also recognized as *‘signs of faith.”

As with most other developments in the
Church's teaching, this enriched sacra-
mental teaching is a return to the insights of
the Gospel and the traditional teaching of the
Church. Emphasis on faith is central o the
Gospel description of Jesus’ -signs or
miracies. ““Courage ... your faith has

- restored you to health’ (Mt 9:22), Jesus says

The past few years have been marked by
a flood of banners, buttons and. bumper
stickers. . Many of ‘these créative visual
messages focus on today’'s probléms: war,
drugs, pollution; crime. Surprisingly, a
strikingly positive note characterizes a large
number of these eye-catching mini-
messages. One frequently observed button
seems to sum up this sense of affirmation:
“Celebrate Life.”

To call for a celebration of life when
faced with so many deadly problems may
seem to be a naive reaction: It is in fact an
act of faith and hope, even love. To celebrate

-life is a deeply Christian attitude, an affir-
mation that life and love will ultimately win
out over every force and form of death.

Q The Church’s Sacraments convey the
same message as the buttons and banners.
They are the traditional Christian way of
celebrating life. As ‘“‘signs of grace” and
“signs of faith"” the Sacraments are profound
“celebrations of life.

SO DEEPLY ENMESHED in earthly
“symbol and human language the Sacraments
of the Church affirm that despite ali the frus-
‘tration, fear and misery there is a basic
~‘soundness in life, society, love —:in ‘man

People need fo be involved in the
celebration in a meaningful manner, with
adequate explanations, and with true
personal communication,

Besides sensitive and human celebra-
tions, prior instruction is also needed. Reli-
gious education of adults and the young has

as a part of its task the nourishing of anin-.

formed faith that guides people to an open-
ness to God's activity in the liturgy and in
daily life.

EXPLORING human experlence in
some ‘depth, fostering sensitivity to life’'s
mystery, - encouraging appreciation for
beauty, nurturing sensitive responses to the
needs of people and the opportunities of life,
challenging one to question, to take a stand
— all these are God's love.

The Bible, the experiences of good Chris-
tians, past and present, the Church’s
teaching, can all help illuminate the mystery
of life and touch the human heart, creating
the peaceful restlessness that leads a person
on in search of God.

As my seemingly disrespectful‘senior re-
minded me in the high school corridor; just
going to Mass without understanding or
desire has little effect. His challenge to me is
stated more formally in Rome’s General
Catechetical Directory which states that the

Sacraments ‘“‘must be presented as Sacra-

ments of faith.” ,
