cesan. regional or Religious
offices of a similar nature.

TAKEN on the second
day of the bishops’ fall
general meeling. the vole to
set up the standing commit-
tee was 178 1o 49 and to esta-
blish the permanent office 161
to 68,

The sianding commiliee

will replace the &d Hoc Com-
mittee for Priestly Life and
Ministrv set up by the bishops
last vear te implement the
massive $506.000 research
project dealing with the
history of the priestheed in
the United States and the
psvehology. sociology  and
theology of the priesthood.
The bishops had commission-
e the project.
i Archbishop Philip M.
Hamnan of New Orleans.
chairman of the ad hoc com-
mitiee, in proposing the
standing committee and
permanent office. said the
committee members “‘feel
that it would gravely damage
the confidence of priests if we
did not establish a standing
committee.”

“PRIESTS must be as-
sured that the bishops conti-
nue to have a deep interest in
their welfare.”

Movie a sensitive story

of students’

A SEPARATE PEACE (Paramount) —
During the 1960's the three campus call
novels were J. D) Salinger’s Catcher in the
Rye. William Golding's Lord of the Flies,
and John Knowles™ A Separate Peace.

Lord of the Flies was filmed. though not
too successiuilv: bal most readers felt that
the other two novels were virtually
unfilmable because of the subtle texture of
the prose in which they were both written:
Now director Larry Peerce has proved that
A Separate Peace can be just as good a film
as it was a novel.

The film opens. as does the book. with
Gene making a sentimental journey back to
Devon Academy, the New England prep
school from which he graduated in the early
Forties. As he looks up at the tree that
played such an important rele in his life at
the school. we hear him muse over the sound-
track, I remembered the tree. the war —
but most of all I remembered Finny.”

WITH a burst of Glenn Miller music we
are transported with him back to his high
school days at the academy.

Gene {(Parker Stevenson) is shy and
studious. while his roommate Finny (John
Hevl} is gregarious and athletic. Recalling
the oid Latin adage Mens sana in sorpore
sano (A sound mind in a sound body™ 1. one
infers that each boy is developing only one
side of his personality and hence is, to that
extent, an incomplete human being who
needs his friend to complement him. Thatis
why ~ the two lads, so different in
ternperament, are attracted to each other.

One day Finny proposes that he and Gene
climb the iree and jump together into the
river below. As.they stand on the heavy
branch which serves as a natural diving
board. Gene inexplicably jostles it and Finny
falls io the ground. Even more inexplicably.
Gene dives into the waterand swims to shore
before trving to help the unconscious Finoy. .

The carefree Finny does not suspect that
Gene may have had something to do with his
accidenl, and he brushes aside Gene's
confused attempis io suggest that he did.
Instead. Finny fells Gene. I can't play
sports any more. You'lt haf-fe to play for
me.

WISELY, neither the book not the film
tries to explain fully Gene’s behavior in
depth, for Gene himself. as a troubled
adolescent groping for self-identity, does not
completely understand his own reasons for
acting as he does. [t was some ignorance
inside me that made me do what I did that
day at the river,”” he savs to Finny in 2 last
desperate effort to explain what has

" happened. ‘‘sornething blind inside me.”

World War II is an abiding presence in
the film. Finm and Gene had made “a
separate peace fa term borrowed from
Heimingway’s Nick Adams stories) because
the war seemed remote and unreal to them.
Nonetheless reminders that the war is
something very real which they are going to
have to face all 1oo soon intrude even intg the
insulated atmosphere of the boarding school.

In one scene the lads shovel snow from
the railroad tracks near the campus o
enable a troop train to get through. The bovs
cheer the recruits as the train moves on, but
then lapse into silence as they gaze at their
future selves in uniform.

This is just one of the fine scenes that is
executed with immaculate precision in the
film by director Peerce. Earlier in the
picture Peerce brings the same ring of
authenticity to a staid faculty tea given for
the boys that he brought to his handling of the
Jewish wedding in Goodbye. Columbus. The
headmaster pontificates. the ladies in
picture hats pour tea, and the boys try to look
solemn. It is this kind of realistic detail that
marks Peerce as a genuine crafisman.(4-1D)

YATICAN CITY — (NCy — The Second Vatican Council
called for “continuing self-reform™ bv both the Church and
individua! believers, Pope Paul VI told 2 general audience.

Pope Paul stressed. however, that the renewal called for
by the Council was that of “interior renewal. rather than
exterior renewal”

The word “renewal” has nol alwavs been undersicod in
the way ithe Council wished it. Pope Paunl said. ~For some #
Was a zes@andmg condemnation of the past and a license in
preak away from it without anv regard for s vital and
demanding funclion as the vehicle of the essential principles
by which the Church and, above all, is faith and constilution
five'.

“Some have wsed the word “renewazl” ~. he said. "o
justify a concepl of the Church that would mean separating #t
from #s  instHulional, historic. visible and exterior
structures.” Indoing this. the Pope said. they forgel that ““the
=gl of the Church withouot its body in which 1t lives can no
Es&g&r he Found nor be active”.

To attempt 1o secularize the Church in order lo bring i up
1o date means that two things are being ignored, the ?&pe
went on. ~The first is that renewal. the vital and continuing
process in a2 hving organism such as the Church. cannot be a
metamorphisis, a2 radical transformation. or a lack of
faithiuiness to the essential and perpetual elements’ that
make up the Church.

The second. the Pope said. is “that the hoped for renewal
is that of internal renewal and not exterior renewal.” Thie
orm of renewal is not easy because it means a “continueus
seif-reform.” he said.

The Pope ended his talk by citing several positive aspects
of renewal that alveady are underway in the Chureh 8% a
resuit of the Council.

AMONG these he cited the education that medern
Christians have received from the Council’s teachings, with
the consequent “"new and open attitude toward naturai.
earthly. historical. and scientific values, which is one of the
characteristic aspects of the Council.”™

The reawakening of ecumenism was another positive
resuit of the Council, the Pope said. as well as new “respect
for non-Christian religions, fer our own adversaries and for
the values of human activities.”

The Conncil taught Christians again how to see “in every
man ihe image of Christ. a brother to be respected, served
and loved.”” He asked: “Is this not perhaps a fundamental and
important criterion for that renewal of which the Church and
the world have need.””

Among the thousands at the papal audience were a large
group from the Mevers Bakery of Little Rock, Ark., that gave
a rousing cheer when its name was read out; members of the
Catholic Daughters of America from Maryland: the general
chapter of the School Sisters of Notre Dame: actors
belonging 1o the touring show of "‘Disney on Parade” and a
group of Asian refugees expelled from Uganda.

Pope Paul told the School Sisters of Notre Dame —
observing their 125th vear of Service in America and the 25th
anniversary of service in Japan: “'With courageous faith and
with generous love you have dedicated your lives to Him {the
Lordy and to His brothers and sisters throughout the world.™

He cited the work of the Catholic Daughters of America
for the missions, vocations, the poor and the sick. Touching
on a very coutemporary subject the Pope told the Maryland
group:

““We hope that vou will always be aware of the unique
coniribution which vou, as women, can make to vour
comrpunities. For women are capable of an especially

w;

profound compassion. May God grant that this compassion of-

vours, through the power of its warm and peaceful love, will
becorne more and more an effeetive force in the world
today.’d

The Pope had special words of comfort for a group of
Asian refugees expelled from Uganda.

"We wish to say a word of warm welcome also to a group
of persons who have left Uganda under special
circarnstances,”” he said.

The Pope noted in his letter that *‘ihe missions foday ron
up against serious difficulties.” Missionary work is blocked in
some countries, he said, “*for reasons which have nothing to
do with the Church.”
