Edward Btarp
complains that mest Esiorins will call the %iﬁﬁ‘!’i&sﬁ
imvnivemnent “anpopular and senseless. ™ He agrees that it is
unpopular bul goes on to say that our dislike of the war shopld
oot blind us tovertain iruths about the war.

For instance, be savs that our presence in ¥ietnam has
slowed the advance of Communism. “Rather than being

- gseless and senseless, | believe the Vielnam war is essential

te maintaining our bes! inferests in the Far East.” On firgt
reading the letfer, I thooght it was a spoof but the writer is
quite earnest and sincere.

Now that the war isending. mostof us want to forget it |1
has been a painful humiliation for the 1S, A tipv peasant
nation, without any air force. has fought the most powerful
military machine in the world to a slandstill. Whether we
consider it a cologsal defeal. = tragedy. 2 monstrous mistake
or irresponsible ael of war. most of us want o forget it and
think of happier things.

YET i BELIEVE we ought to reezamine our entrance
ato the war in order o prevent future Vietnams. One factor
that caused some Americans 10 support the war was slogans.

“Téet on bread alone does man Hve but on slogans

This is 2zl foo true. Slogans and songs have more
influence on our lives than we like to admit. The above
mentioned lelier-writer. for insiance, savs that we went into
Yietnam “io siop Communism.” That slogan became a sort
«f war ory for many Americans. “Stop Communism®™’

The slogan, however. was a He To be fair to the war-time
Presidents, they never claimed that they sent troops to
¥itnam “io stop Communism.” The Siate Department
ravefully explained that we had no intention io diclate {o the
Vietnamese whether they should accept or reiect
{ommaunism. That was their business, not ours,

President Nixon, especially, said that our purpose in
Yielnam was to assure the Vietnamese freedom at the polls
1 vote as they pleased. Qur aim was nol {0 coerce them info
rejecting Communism. Our purpose was {o insure a free vole,

Another slogan that caused many Americans to support
the war was: “We have pledged ourselves by signing the
Scutheast Asiz Treaty to defend South Vietnam ™ Actualiy we
made no such nise. The Treaty simply said that sach
signer woald “act to meet the common danger in accordance
with its constitutional processes.”

Y AGUE LANGUAGE, of course, and the Senate Foreign
Relations Committee wanted to play it safe so they
recommended a restrictive clause probibiting the use of 1.8,
forces unless Congress made a declaration of war. Then
Secretary of State Dulles relieved the fears of Congress by
saying that such a clause was unnecessary, assuring Congress
that ““we do not intend {o dedicate any major eiements of the
Us. %&ﬁﬁarg esiab&zsianem te form an army of defense in
thisarea. . .

The awful truth is that President Kennedy did dispateh
25,000 air, ground and naval forces to Vielnam. Why he did it
is another question but his reason was certainly not obedience
to any obligation arising from the Southeast Asia Treaty.
Later President Johnson escalated the war because of the
Tonkin Gulf Resoclution. But the point is clear: contrary to the
slogan, we had no obligation under the Treaty to defend South

, Vietnam.

The average person takes advertising and political
slogans with a2 grain of salt. War, however, often blurs our
judgment and the average man unfortunately does take
slogans seriously in war time. Some of our best minds were
taken in by the World War Islogan: “Make the world safe for
democracy!™

What all of them seem to be saving
is that the Catholic people have net
understood priests, that they have
placed them on a pedestal, that they
treat him in a way that suggests they
are something more than bumas.

When I come to something like this
I always wonder if my own experience
is typical. whether my own observa-
tions are accurate. Yet I gef zround »
great deal. Not only have I lived in
many different areas but I am brought
into contaci with many people in other
areas.

WHAT ¥ CAN SAY is that [ have
seen no ‘instances where the people

‘Church’s foremost
need —presence of

Holy Spirit in it

VATICAN CITY — iNC} — The Church’s first and most
Imporiant need is the presence of the Holy Spirit in it and in
all itz individual members, Pope Paul VI told a general
andience.

&t the same time the Pope challenged those who,
invoking ihe Holy Spirit, “have become aposiles of

Pope Paul began his 1alk by saying that be had been asked
freqaezﬁzg what the greatest needs of the Church are today.

“The Church needs io be animated by the Holy Spirit,” he
deciared. “‘By the grace of the infusion of this new life which
comes irom heaven, not born of earth, which the Lord gave lo
HisChurch on the day of Pentecost.

“This wind, this fire, thisenergy, this word, thisrichness,
this interior power which is the Holy Spirit, the miracle of
Pentecost, this, above all, is what the Church has need of
m?"l

ALMOST in a litany form, the Pope listed the various
aspicis of the Holy Spirit in the guidance of the Church in the
world,

“The Church needs the Holy Spirit, which is the
animator, the sanctifier of the Chureh,” he said.

“The Holy Spirit is the divine breath, the wind behind its
sails. its unifving principle, its interior source of light and
power, iis support and consoler, its font of charisms and
hymns, its peace and ifs joy, its pledge and prelude fo blessed
and eternal life.”

Moders man, particularly, bas need of the Holy Spirit.
the Pope said, because he is caught by the “‘enchantment of
an outward, begeiling and fascinating life, unfortunately
often corrupled by the flattery of false happiness.

“3Iodern man needs o feel anew a welling up from within
his mest inward depths of personality, almost like g sigh, a
poermn, a prayer and a hymn, the praying voice of the sprit.”

Pope Paul called out dramatically: “Living men, you
young people, and you consecrated souls, you brothers in the
priesthood, are you listening t{o us? This is what the Church
needs. The Church peeds the Holy Spirit. It needs the Holy
spirit within us, in each of us, and in ail of us together, in us
the Chureh.”

Then the Pope began asking questions about the present
state of unrest and strife within the Church.

“‘How is it that this interior fullness has been weakened in
so many spirits who say they are part of the Church?’” he
asked. “How is it that so many groups of militant faithful in
the name of and under the guidance of the Church have
become lazy and thinhed out?

“How is it that many have become apostles of
controversy, laicization and secularization, as if thinking to
find a freer means of expression for the spirit, or even placing
more trust io the spirit of the world, than in that of Christ?”

The Pope went on with his guestions, asking: “How is it
that some bave drawn away from. and even denounced as
harmful chains, the bonds of ecclesial obedience and the
jealous adherence to the community of the Church’s ministry,
on the pretext of living according to the Spirit, freed from the
proper norms and forms of canenical Institutions of which the
visible body of the pilgrim, historical and human Church,
even if it is mystic, must be made up?”’

The Pope exclaimed: “If this were the true Spirit, we
certainly would not extinguish itt™

Acknowledging that the “‘Spirit moves as if wishes,” as
St. Paul wrote, Pope Paul declared: “But we still wish once
again to avail ourself of the anthority of tradition, expressed
by 8t. Augustine. . . ‘He is not of the spirit of Christ, if he is
not of the body of Christ.” 7
