WASHINGTON — (NC3
— The U.8. Office of Educa-
tion has called for action by
federal program officers,
state school officials and non-
public school officials to
insure that nonpublic school
pupils participate tc the
fullest legal extent in pro-
grams for which they are
eligible.

In a2 memorandum to
federal program - officers,
chief state school officers and
nonpublic  school admin-
istrators, Duane J. Mattheis,
deputy commissioner for
schoo, systems in the U.S.
Gffice of Education. said the
office “'has a responsibility {o
assure that the benefits of all
programs for which nonpublic
school children are eligible
are made fully available fo
such ehildren.”

This would be a necessary. Bypocrisy.
with which history is Hlled 1t is certainly
true that many things can prosper peacefuolly
even in precarious and unjest situztions. We
must be realistic, say the opporiunists; the
only possible kind of peace is this: a com-
promise, a fragile and partial seitlement.
Men, they say, are incapable of 3 better sort
of peace.

And 5o, at the end of the twentieth cen-
tury. will mankind have to be content with a
peace deriving from a diplomatic balapee
and from a certain regulation of rival
interests, and nothing more?

We admit thal a perfeci and stable tran-
quillitas ordinis, that is, an absolule and
definitive peace among men — even if they
have progressed to a universal high level of
civilization — can only be a dream, not vain,
but unfulfilled, an ideal, not unreal but still
to be realized. This is so because everything
in the counrse of history iz subject to change,
and because the perfection of man is neither
univocal nor fixed. .

Human passions do not die. Selfishness is
an evil root that can never be completely re-
moved from man's psychology. In the psy-

chology of whole peoples this evil commonly

takes om the form and power of a raison
d’etre. It acts as a philosophy of ideals. For
this reason we are menaced by a doubt, a
doubt that could be fatal: is peace ever
possible? And in the minds of some this
doubt very easily changes into a disastrous
certainty: peace is impossibie!

A npew, indeed an ancient anthropology
arises: man is made to fight against man:
homo homini lupus. War is inevitable. The
arms race — how can it be avoided? It is a
basic political necessity. And then it is a law
of the international economy. It is a guestion
of prestige. First the sword, then the plough.

IT SEEMS as though this cooviction
prevails over every other, even for some de-
veloping peoples, which are struggling to
enter into modern civilization, which are -
‘posing upon themselves enormous sacrifices
in the resources essential for life’s basic
needs, cutting. dows on -food, medicine,
education, road-building, housing and even
sacrificing true economic gnd political inde-

pendence, so that they can be armed and can .

inflict fear and slavery on their own neigh-

hors, often with no more thought of offering

friendship, cooperaﬁon a common well—be—

instead of seching the solulios Io humss
rivalries in the rational and barberous test
of blind and rourderous strenpth in arms. we
shall build up new instiiations. iy which dis-
cussion. justice and right may be expressed
and berome z sirict and peacefal aw g%wfﬂr
ing international relations.

THESE instilstions and first among
thern the United Nations Urganization. have
been established.

be magnanimous, oot selfish, Peace musibe

not inert and passive but dysamic, active and
progressive according as the just demands of
the declared and eguitable righls of man re-
tuire new and better expressions of peace.

Peace must sot be weak, nefficient and
servile, but strong in the moral reasous that
justify it and in the solid suppori of fhe
nations which must uphold #. There follows
an extremely Imporiant and delicate point:
if these modern organizations which are o
promote and protect peace were not fit for
their specific function, what would be the
fate of the world?

If their ipefficiency were to capse fatal
disillusionment in the minds of men, peace
would thereby be defeated, and with it the
progress of civilization. Our hope and our
conviction that peace is possible would be
stified, first by doubt. then by mockery and
skepticism, and in the end by denial. And
what an end this would be! One shrinks from
thinking of such a downizgll. 1 is necessary io
repeat once more the basic statement that
peace is possible, in these iwo complemen-
tary affirmations:

Peace is pessible, if it is fruly willed;
and

If peace is possible, it is a duty.

THIS involves discovering what mozral
forces are necessary for resolving positively
the problem of peace. It is necessary to have
— as we said on anolher occasion — the
courage of peace.

They cile Odessa —
which stands for Organization der SS-Angehorigen {an
wrganization to aid former members of Hitler’s elite Mazi
sunientsi — and Die Siille Hilfe {Silent Help). The sources
mention Das Reich, which handles financial aid, and Die
tunes i The Spider .

Fhese Nazi chieftains have been sought out from their
inding places by Jewish organizations and by Israeli
authorities.

Das Reich has issued three fabricated reports of the
death of Martin Bormann.

Jewish agents in Europe believe the writers of the
I -wdon Daily Express articles have been deceived into
. _swing a false Bormann trail in order to distract attention
from other living Nazis.

Simon Wiesenthal, a pmmment Jewish agent, said in
Vienna that a clandestine German group, Kameraden-Werk
iComrades’ Organization), was responsible for selling the
Bormann revival to the Daily Express writers, Stewart
Steven and Ladislao Farago.

Die Spinne is believed fo have killed Nora Aldot, an
Israeli agent on the trail of Joseph Mengele, a Nazi chieftain,
at Bariloche in southern Argentina, and two other agents who
were about to close on Mengele in Paraguay.

THE LONDON versions also implicated former
Argentine dictator Juan Peron, saving he received $200
million from the Nazis in currency and art treasures in
exhange {or a haven in this country.

The married diaconate problem

By BALEFBANCE

When Father Williamn W. Philbin
was killed in that airline crash pear
Midway at Chicago, the Church nol
only lost an ouistanding priesi. The
Church lost the man who had divecied
the permanent diaconate program, the
man who knew most about one of the
most interesting - developments in
recent Church history.

The permanent diaconate bhas
grown rapidiy, seemns certain lo grow
even more rapidly, and i may very
well have a profound effect on the
Church in the United States.

Within the next two years, il seems
likely there will be a thousand perma-
nent deacons in the Church in the
United States. Of these, if present
percentages continue, there should be
120 Spanish-speaking deacons and 50
black deacons.

Basically, the role of the deacons
is to be ministerial. They can baptize,
preach, counsel, serve as official wit-
nesses at a marriage, distribute Com-
munion, conduet funeral services.

What they cannot do is celebrate
Mass or hear Confessions. Aside from
these two imporiant things, they can
serve in a ministerial role in a parish

much as a priest does,

CANDIDATES for the permanent
diaconate must be 35 vears old, in a
stable  situation - that indicates
maturity. Thev may be married —
nearly nine of ten are — but they are
nut to marry after becoming deacons,
so a deacon whose wife dies maust not
marry again.

The diaconate belongs fo the
clerical state bat it has been the inten-
tion of those who have developed the
program  that. those whe become
deacons should not appear like priesis.
They heve: been wurged to dress in
ordmary civilian clothing when not
performing. ministerial: duties: They
are expected to. be self—suppwtmg

earping thelr Hyving at 2 profession or
other work. They are ln a sense in be
laymen whe enter inlo a special
minisiry.

And it is mportant that i remain
this way. H the ministry of the
diaconale is moved inlo some kind of
are deacons come {o be thought of a5
clergy, then the greatest valpe of the
diacopate would be in danger of being
fost.

That's why it was that a recent
prosouncement from Father Eagene
Kennedy did mo -serviee o the
diaconate or io the Church. Father
Kennedy induiged bimself in prophecy
or, perhaps more accurately, predie-
tion, the Ieast and the most dangerous
of the gifis of the prophets.

WHAT the Maryknoll psvchologist
said was that married deacons of today
are going to provide tiomorrow's
priests. R&iig}?ms News Service quoted
him as saying, *‘Despite affirmations
o the contrary, despite ail resistance
stated in documenis seven ilimes
sealed in wax, the deacons of today are
going 1o  provide the priesis eof
tomorrow.”

Of course, Father Kennedy doesn™t
know this, He obviously thinks it or be
wouldnt have said it bat H is
important to wunderstand  thal he
expresses only one opinion.

And it is, I think, a most unfor-
tunate opinion because if people like
Father Kenpedy go around saving
things like thig, iﬁenﬁxeveaadarw
‘harm 1o the diaconate program. They

-can create in the minds of those who

decide to enter the diaconate that they

. are not really just committing them-

selves fo a form of ministerial service
hutihaitﬁegareanth&wa‘»m
becoming full priests.

THE REAL DANGER of the
diaconate is preecisely that
those who enter it start thinking of
themselves as belonging fo a special
class within the Church, as kind of
mini-priests rather than as responsible
iaymen in the world who offer an
added service fo the Church.

The US. Bishops were guaile

- willing to lower the age minimum for

men  entering the permanent dia-
conate, some supgested 25, They
finally asked for a minimum of 36, The
Vatican refused this, allowing 32%
with special dispensation but holding to
the 35 minimam.

Christmas audience that be was saddened “'at the unexpected
respmption of the bilter and burdening acts of war in
Yietnam.”

In what appeared o be areference to the U.S. resumption
of heavy bombing in Vielnam, including raids on Hanoi and
Haiphong. the Pope said that the renewed hostilities came
“just when the whole world thought the beginning and
pweaveful solution of the long conflict was at hand for
mastime.”

. was customary, the Pope spoke at his last general
we before Chrisbmas of the spirifual significance
ing the feast. stressing that God Is our happiness.
added a personal note of concern and anxiety for the

o sifuation.

“God iz jov.” be declared, buat then added that the
antivipation of Christmas “‘does pol stop our sorrowful
fesling of concern at the unexpected resumption of the bitter
antd burdening acls of war in Vietnam.™

Three days earlier, in a Sunday noon address tocrowds in
8t Peter's Square, Pope Panl had said that he was bitter that
the Vietnam peace negetiations had bogged down.

HE SAID at that time that be had been expecting peace in
the Far East “as a buman gift worthy of Christmas.”’

In his general audience {alk, Pope Paul declared that the
arrival of Christ in the world, commemorated at
Christmastime, “confirms our hope, accompanied by 2
fervent prayer io the God of peace and happiness, that the

sorrowful situation (in Vielnam} will shortly have a happy

ending that will not be new warlike acts but negotiations
entered into with mutual patience and loyalty.”

Although the Pope did not mention the U.S. bombing raids
Hurth Vietnam, the Vatican daily, [.'Osservatore Romano,

in a front page editorial headlined “A Grave Hour,”

The bitter disillusion of world opinion over the failure to
reach a Vielnam peace agreement,” the Vatican paper said,
““has intensified with the news that heavy military actions
have resumed, including the grave bombings of North
Vietnamese cities.”

The Vatican daily said it is regreitable that a renewal of
fighting and destruction began at the start of Christmastime,
when people were hoping for a period of ‘serenity and joy.”

Receives Tricia Nixon

VATICAN CITY — (NC}) — President Richard Nixon’s
daughter Mrs. Tricia Nixon Cox and her husband were
received in a private audience by Pope Paul VI Dec. 21,

The audience was stricily a private occasion and no one
at the Vatican was available to comment on it.

In faet, the audience was so low-keyved that in reporting
the eveni, the Vatican daily newspaper, L’'Osservatore
Romano, sandwiched the Cox visit in its daily list of
audiences between Bishop Euorico Garrigies y Diaz
Ganabate, ambassador from Spain to the Vatican, without
comment.

But pamphlets accusing President Nixon of “‘betraying
the peace in Vietnam® were sirewn in 8t. Peter’s Square
while the Pope was receiving Mrs. Cox.

The pamphlets were signed by a lefiist-slanted group
called the Italy-Vietnam Comimniitee.

Tickets for these audiences also rnay be obtained through
the pastors of the “national churches™ in Rome, through the
Secretariat of State and through some lay organizations.

At the general audiences numbered Seals are reserved
for special guests in the front row of the long, narrow
audience hall. Those occupying such seals are introduced to
the poniiff by name after his general andience address and
may kiss his ring or shake his band. Many of these guests are
ill or crippled people, the sightless and even some confined io
movable beds and wheelchairs.

The Pope may say a few words {o any of these people on
being introduced. If they are noticeable ill, particolarly ¥
they are children, Pope Paul will invariably chat briefly with
them.

After the general audience, the Pontiff leaves to mest
individuals and small groups in 2 special room just off the
main hall. Uptil two years ago these meetings were known by
the Italian title of a ““Baciamano’ — or kissing of the hand.

*“Phey no longer call i this,” said one Vatican souree. It
is now just known as a semi-private audience. I think part of
doing away with the name was the thinking that kissing of
rings in the Church has become less and less popular since
VaticanIL.”"

At these two-fo five-mimute meetings, the Pope is briefed
beforehand on the general background of the persen he is io
receive and “he usually says something relative to the
person’s work or sormething he has done to bring him notice.”
