As symbol of outreach,
prayer for alienated

Bright yellow ribbons, a conference
for alienated Catholics and musical
evenings ‘‘to touch hearts’’ will mark
the celebration of Lent this year in the
Archdiocese of Miami.

The ribbons, made famous by a
popular song about a convict’s return
home from prison, were symbols dur-
ing the Iranian hostage crises of
Americans’ concern for their brothers
and sisters in captivity.

In South Florida this Lent, they
will symbolize reconciliation, adorn-
ing confessionals, churches and the
dresses and lapels of Catholics who
pray for the return of others to the
Church.

This symbolic concern for the
alienated will expand to action when
the Archdiocese hosts an all-day con-
ference March 31 for separated and
divorced Catholics who feel rejected
by the Church.

Reconciliation also will be the goal
of parish-sponsored concerts for
alienated Catholics and the un-

Twenty years ago the Archdiocese
of Miami became the first Catholic
diocese in the nation to inaugurate
““on the air’’ closed circuit television.

On Monday, March 5 the Catholic
Church in South Florida will be one
of the first dioceses in the country to
begin religious and family-oriented
programming five-days a week on
local cable television.

Miami Cablevision Channel 9 has
been given to the Archdiocese and
will serve residents of the City of
Miami with both English and
Spanish-speaking programs including
spiritual messages, news, family
movies, special programs for teen-
agers, local items of interest and
locally produced shows featuring a
variety of subjects.

“BECAUSE it is our Year of
Prayer and Outreach to the Un-
churched,” wrote Archbishop Ed-
ward A. McCarthy in a letter to all
the priests of the Archdiocese, ‘‘Lent
should be a time of intense prayer and
penance and almsgiving.”’

A booklet accompanying the Arch-
bishop’s letter asks priests and
faithful to offer the required Lenten
fast ‘‘for the Archdiocesan intention
of growth together in holiness.”’

In the booklet, developed by the
Archbishop in conjunction with the
Office of Evangelization, priests and

‘laity are urged also to perform cor-

poral and spiritual works of mercy
and almsgiving as part of the penance
required in Lent.

One suggestion offered by the

‘Archbishop is to contribute to Opera-

tion Rice Bowl, the annual Lenten
program sponsored by Catholic
Relief Services. (See story, page 12).

Organizing parish renewal
weekends or parish missions, forming
Lenten prayer groups and encourag-
ing family and individual prayer are
among other suggestions made by the
Archbishop to foster prayer and pen-
nace.

WASHINGTON (NC)——Pope
John. Paul II has asked the world’s
Catholics to translate Lenten
sacrifices into ‘‘real action’’ to fight
-against hunger and for peace and
human dignity.

Traditional - Catholic practices of

fasting and other penances during

Lent are not simply a-. private
asceticism but are needed to
‘“‘stimulate within - ourselves thirst
for hunger .and thirst for sharing,

justice and peace, so that we shall -

really undertake deeds that will help
to assist individuals and peoples that
are hard pressed,’ the Pope sa1d in
his-annual Lenten message.
TAKING CHRIST’S words, ““for I
was hungry and you gave me food,”
as the theme of his message, Pope

* John Paul said those words apply to
_ the sufferings of those who ‘‘cannot
“feed their bodies.”’

‘But they also refer to those who

hunger for justice and human dignity,
to those who are deprived of their -
liberties or exploited, and to those
who hunger for a peace “‘being’
. destroyed or threatened by so many

conflicts and by a senseless and ex-
cessive arms bmldup he said. »

Those who are physically hungry or
who suffer from drought, bad
economic conditions or unemploy-

‘ment are joined in.their suffermg by
- Christ, the Pope said.

Chnst also suffers ‘‘with those who
are deprived -of their fundamental
liberties, with those who are neglected

“or, worse still, explorted in their state

" of povetty,’ he said.

Identifying Christ as well with

up, we all agree that the guilt I felt was a complete waste of
txme, effort and energy.

My children did superior work in school and out, learn-
ed to be independent and self-sufficient and, most:-impor-
tant, learned Christian values. My having to be out work-
ing meant they had to learn to take care of themselves. On
the plus side, this helped them to become strong.

Recently I read a research report by two psychologists
from the University of ‘California at Los Angeles that

'young mothers today, those in my

 daughters generation, still talk -
 about feeling guilty if they work out-

-side the home and leave the care of

the chlldren to someone else

the others worked part time or full time. The feport states:
" There were ““no negative effects on children’s so¢1al emo-

tional and cognitive development attrrbutable to maternal'
- absence due to employment i ,

The researchers added: “Chlldren of workmg mothers »

tended to do slightly better on cognitive measures, to show
no deficits in attachment to their mothers, to perceive the
mothers as equally supportlve and to have less traditional

- sex-role perceptlons

The .researchers concluded: ‘‘Since more and more
mothers seem to be returning to the work force in the
child’s early years, the findings . . . are a good omen.””

They also offer a bit of relief from guilt, I might add.

-"the excuse, “The car skidded,”’ instead of, *‘I was
" driving too.fast.”” Or a-broken dinner plate is ex-
- plained, ‘It fell,” rather than “I carelessly knock-
" ed it off the table.”

Comedian Flip Wilson entertained us all'by.pro-

jectmg the blame -onto forces. from the other

- world. Every time his characters misbehaved, they.

~would dodge culpability with a grin and announoe,
““The devil made me do it.”

How quick we are to sidestep respons1b1!1ty -

The tendency to “‘blame the other guy’’ is a nor-

mal defensive reaction, designed to protec:t our
egos. Not only is blaming normal, but it is Stlll‘

~more common in children, whose understanding
of other people’s feelings is less developed than an
adult’s understanding.

What is it you want of your son, self-blame?

~That is a lot to expect of a 12-year-old. Even our
legal system does not require that we incriminate
ourselves. Further, self-blame may have the op-

" posite effect from what you intend Your son may

accept the fact that he is a bad boy and decide to -
behave like one.

Probably you want: your son. to, av01d blammg
others. However, blaming others has its own con- -
sequences and will generally evoke its own

. discipline. The others who get blamed will have :
their own defensive reactlons and w111 stratghten '
- out the story.

Most likely you want your son to learn from his
mistakes and to behave better in the future. Good!
Focus on this. There is no evidence that verbal ac-
ceptance of responsiblity in young children results
in their behavmg better..

-, The problem is that many of us parents spend . '
long verbal monologues pinning the blame on our

child, requiring that he admit he is wrong. The
child learns to defend himself with increasing
cleverness. We end up spending ertirely too'much

- attention on bad behaVior ‘behavior that does not

. deserve-so much time, behavior that needs to be-
. eliminated rather than argued about. -

Realize that your child is programmed to ¢ stay '
out of trouble.”’ His tendency to point in the other

" direction when parents or teachers are searching

for-the culprit should not be surprising.
Then you.as a parent should assign responsibili- -
ty as you see it. Be brief .and direct and follow

" your declaration with the consequence.

_'*““The car may have skidded, but you were driv-

.mg too fast for condmons From now on, you

must pay for your own auto insurance.”’ No argu-

“ment. Do not fuss about whose fault it is. Move

right to the outcome. :
““You dropped the plate. Now clean it up.”
““You did it, not the devil. In any case, it’s you
that must come home earlier from now-on.” '
Finally, parents teach best-by setting an example

, of responsible behavior. Father apologizes for los-
“ing his temper. Mother accepts respons1b111ty for

her overeating and overweight.
If parents can comfortably accept their own
responsibility for -mistakes, their children will .

NEW YORK (NC)—Periodically it

is good to go over the principles that

- we, the staff of the Department of

Communication of the U.S: Catholic .

Conference, bring to bear when we
evaluate and classify movies..

The classifications themselves are:
A-—general patronage;  A-II—-
adolescents and adults;
adults; A-IV—adults, with reserva-
tions (the comma is very important
since it obviates the little joke about
phoning the box office ahead of time
and thus being able to attend a racy
movie with a clear conscience); and
O-morally offensive.

"The classifications are essentially

‘An A-l by no means
should be taken as an
indication. that you're
sure to find a movie
entertaining.

negative in nature. An A-I, for exam-
ple, merely indicates that a movie has
nothing at all that could cause a pro-
blem for any viewer regardless of age.

It says nothing positive about the

movie and by no means should be
taken as an indication that you’re
sure to find it entertaining. .

Since 1980, however, there has
been at least one positive element to
the system, the designation ‘‘recom-
mended’’ immediately after the

A-III—=

classification. But given the quality of

movies these days, we get few chances -

to use this. The most recent occasion

s ‘“Tender Mercies,’ which came
out early last year. (‘‘Chariots of
Fire’’ and ‘‘Gandhi”’ were earlier
recipients.) '

The reviews that we write size up
the movie in both aesthetic and moral
terms. We never classify a movie
without reviewing it. These classifica-

- tions should be taken as a substitute

for a review only if you have no other
choice.

Our review will not only explam
why a movie was given a particular
classfication but where within the
particular category the movie stands.
Is a particular A-IIT—adults, for ex-
ample, closer to being an O—morally
offensive, or. an A-II—adolescents
and adults? Only a review will tell
you. '

Let’s take some specific examples.

A-I has become the rarest - of

“classifications, limited mostly to car-
. toon features—though -we’ve been

obliged in recent years to give even

some cartoon  features, ‘‘Fire and

Ice;’ for example, well-merited O
classifications.

The only film currently on our list
with an A-I is “‘Joni,” an extremely
well-done inspirational film made by
Billy Graham’s organization.
““‘Chariots of Fire,” three years ago,
also ‘got an A-I classification, and
here we were more tolerant than the
Motion Picture Association of

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The legacy of
- trgll Michel

- ““The liturgy is the best evidence
of the church’s understanding of
human nature.”’ those were Father
Virgil Michel’s words 60 years ago.

He was convinced that the liturgy —

the church’s worship. — speaks to
the deepest human needs.

Father Michel was a Benedictine
monk and philosopher at-St. John’s
Abbey in central Minnesota. He
played a large role in laying founda-
tions in the United States for renew-
al of the Church’s liturgy.

_Interestingly, he saw a real con-
nection between worship and actlon
to burld ‘up a just world. :

‘Above all, he thought
it important to pursue
- liturgical renewal from
within the church. His
expectations were
tempered by realism ...
‘that the fruits of (his)
efforts would likely
await reaping by

Father Michel journeyed to
Europe in 1922 to'study philosophy.
He was in his early 30s then. In

Europe, he became excited by what

he observed in some centers that
were encouraglng fuller 1nvolvement

ing Christians as branches of the

' Europe, Father Michel began sen.d- '

He warned his abbot that the
work proposed would mean ‘‘what
every big things means — work and
manpower.”” But as his excitement
built, Father Michel received neither
encouragement nor discouragement.

When Abbot Alcuin Deutsch
finally gave his approval, Father
Michel wrote that,it ‘‘kept me
awake for the greater part of two,
and caused him to oversleep
the thrrd — Good Friday. :

RETURNING home in the au-
tumn of 1925, Father Michel went
about his work with rare energy. He
founded the magazine Orate Fratres,
now called Worship. :

and he dled at age 48.

Michel’s dream for the liturgy. Had
he lived, he would have rejoiced. -

The liturgy, he would argue, is
dynamic. And he would have seen
miore that could be done to en-
courage the people’s participation in
worship and to develop understand-
ing of its potential for all of life and
for the world.

There is a fascinating scripture story about St.

Paul and the people in the Greek city of Cor-
inth. It illustrates how important it was for early
- Christians to recognize that the bonds among

them as a people made a real difference.

The Mass expresses our unity as God’s people

and makes us a community. But it is not magic
in this sense. This is where the problem St. Paul

~had to face in Corinth comes in.

As was the custom in those days, the
Eucharist was celebrated in a home in the con-
text of a meal. All the people were supposed to
contribute to the meal. All were to share in it,
too.

But, it seems, the wealthier community mem-

" bers would arrive early, not having had to work.

They brought gourmet foods and vintage wines.
These people would proceed to glut themselves
and get drunk.

WHEN THE POORER people finally arrived

" with their day-old bread and common wine, they

were embarrassed and hurt to find their sup-

posed brothers.and sisters already well-fed and
all too’ well-drunk. The meal which was sup- .

-posed to express their unity became an occaslon
for ill-will and division.

Paul takes them to task. The reason is that
they are doing all this ‘‘without recognizing the

body” (1 Corinthians 11:29). The body he refers :

to is the community.

‘Early one dawn, the missionary
was driving down a mountain road
in Guatemala when he caught sight
" of a dignified elderly Indian woman.
She was walking along, a bowl
balanced on her head.

Then the woman stumbled and
dropped the bowl, and the corn -
scattered over the roadside. The
‘woman, crying, bent down to gather
" up the corn, kernel by kernel, into
her apron.

For ‘her, the corn represented hfe
— it was all she had to eat for the
next two weeks.

The priest stopped ‘and helped the

“woman collect the grains. Then he
continued on to the airport where he

T~eaught a plane home. Many hours
later he arrived -at his home in west-
ern Minnesota.

This was at the time of the gram
harvest and the harvest was plentiful
— 130 bushels to every acre. Driv-
ing along, the priest was struck by
the sight of the grain elevators,

. higher than h1s head and full to the

brim.

THE CONTRAST between the
two scenes. — both experienced the
_same day — was staggermg, the
. missionary reported.

Bishop Raymond Lucker of New
Ulm, Minn., told that story during a

- seminar in Washington, D.C. The
woman is symbolic of all those in
the world who have so many things
going against them, he said.

The woman was elderly, and-In-
dian and poor in a nation where a
minority of the people owns alt the -
productive land and where Indlans

are oppressed. v

The story flashed into my mind as

- I prepared to write this article. For
me, its symbols of corn and grain —

' food for life — were reminders of
the Eucharist.

“I am the bread of life,”’ Jesus

had said. To me, that always had
meant that the Eucharist is a very

. special form of nourishment., -

A woman far away, weeping over
the spilled corn she so badly needed,
was a reminder of the Eucharist,
But, I wondered, can that thought-

be turned around? Is the Mass also -

a reminder for Christians of that
woman and of others like her whose
needs are so profound? -

I decided to put that question to
Bishop Lucker. he paused, then re-
sponded: There is a sense in which
that woman and people like us are
united in the Eugharist, in the death
and resurrection-of Jesus.

And, the bishop indicated, this is
not a nebulous sort of unity. It
unites the reality of the Guatemalan
woman’s lifé — her pain and frus-
tration, perhaps her anger — and
the reality or our own lives.

Bishop Lucker cautioned, how-
ever, that “‘people need to be open
to the power of the Eucharist.” For

‘the story doesn’t end simply with re-

ceiving Jesus in the Eucharist.
Christians also receive a message -
“‘to bring him into our lives.”’

EXPLAINING what that implies, -

Bishop Lucker recalled that, at the

end of each Mass, the priest turns to

the congregation and says: ““Go in

‘peace to serve the world.”’
. For the bishop and peoplein the P
Diocese of New Ulm, the instruction -

to go and serve the world takes
form in the assistance they provide
to 7,000 poor people in San Lucas
Toliman, a village in the

- Guatemalan highlands.

Bishop Lucker told how, 20 years
ago, aware of the overwhelming

‘needs of the poor, people in New .

Ulm made this task their personal

-responsibility.
